Motion by Councilwoman Townsend, seconded by Councilman Green that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following Resolution requesting that the Town of New Windsor be a designated Greenway Community:

WHEREAS, the Hudson River Valley Greenway Act, (hereinafter, the “Greenway Act”) Chapter 748 of the Laws of 1991, has as a legislative goal the establishment of the Greenway Compact, a process for voluntary regional cooperation and decision-making among the communities of the Hudson River Valley, and

WHEREAS, the process and programs that will comprise the Compact are under development, and
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WHEREAS, communities may participate in the initiation and implementation of the compact process, and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor is situated in the Greenway areas as it was officially designated in the Greenway Act, and

WHEREAS, the Greenway Act permits the Hudson River Valley Greenway Communities Council (hereinafter the “Council”), and the Greenway Conservancy for the Hudson River Valley, Inc. (hereinafter the “Conservancy”) to assist communities in developing local planning and projects related to the five criteria contained in the Greenway Act: natural and cultural resource protection, regional planning, economic development (including tourism, agriculture and urban redevelopment), enhancing public access to the Hudson River and heritage and environmental education, and

WHEREAS, communities can become eligible to receive technical and financial assistance from the Greenway, and

WHEREAS, community participation in the Greenway planning process is voluntary, and

WHEREAS, the Greenway Act does not supersede or change the powers that the State has previously granted municipal governments under the New York State Constitution, the Municipal Home Rule Law or pursuant to the various municipal enabling acts, and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor supports the criteria contained in the Greenway Act and the process by which the Compact will be achieved.  The Town Board endorses the designation of the Town of New Windsor by the Greenway Council and Conservancy as a Greenway Community.

Motion by Councilman Green, seconded by Councilwoman Townsend that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following Resolution authorizing the implementation and funding of a State “Marchiselli” Program-aid eligible transportation federal-aid project, to fully fund the local share of federal and state aid eligible and ineligible project costs and appropriating funds therefor:

WHEREAS, a Project for the Replacement of Bull Road over Conrail (BIN 2265580) in the Town of New Windsor, identified as PIN 8755.12, is eligible for funding under sections of Title 23, US Code, as amended, calls for the apportionment of the costs such program to be borne at the ratio of 80% Federal funds and 20% non-federal funds; and
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WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor desires to advance the above-subject project by making a commitment of 100% of the non-federal share of costs for the Construction, Construction Supervisor, and Construction Inspector work, or portions thereof, with the

 federal share of such costs to be applied directly by the New York State Department of Transportation (“NYSDOT”) pursuant to Agreement; and

NOW, THEREFORE, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor duly convened does hereby

RESOLVE, that the Town of New Windsor hereby approved the Project; and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor hereby authorizes the Town of New Windsor to pay the in the first instance the full non-federal share of the cost for the Construction, Construction supervision, and Construction inspection work for the Project and portions thereof; and it is further

RESOLVED, that the sum of $255,400.00 is hereby appropriated and made available to cover the participation in the Construction, Construction supervision, and Construction inspection phase of the Project; and it is further

RESOLVED, that the Town Supervisor be and is hereby authorized to execute all necessary Agreements, certifications or reimbursement requests for Federal Aid and/or Marchiselli Aid on behalf of the Town of New Windsor with the New York State Department of Transportation in connection with the advancement or approval of the Project providing for the administration of the Project and permanent funding of the local share of federal-aid and state-aid eligible Project costs and all Project costs within appropriations therefor that are not so eligible, and it is further

RESOLVED, that a certified copy of the Resolution be filed with the New York State Commissioner of Transportation by attaching it to any necessary Agreement in connection with the Project.

RESOLVED, this Resolution shall take effect immediately.

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor has taken notice of an unsafe building condition at property located at 1144 Route 94 (67-4-21); and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has followed the procedures for the Unsafe Building or Collapsed Structures Local Law of the Town of New Windsor by adopting on May 5, 1999 a Notice and Order pursuant to Town of New Windsor Local Law “Unsafe Buildings or Collapsed Structures” providing notice to the owner as required; and
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WHEREAS, the owner Moshil, Inc., has not taken appropriate action regarding the building in accordance with the report of the Engineer for the Town dated February 25, 1999; and

WHEREAS, the notice has provided for a hearing on this date, June 2, 1999 and the hearing has taken place; and

WHEREAS, the owner has not appeared at the hearing to set forth a request for delay or otherwise provide mitigating circumstances; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor having duly considered this matter, now determines the subject building should be demolished.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor order that the building located at 1144 Route 94, known as tax map Section 67, Block 4, Lot 21, be demolished and removed by a contractor to be engaged by the Town under the provisions of the General Municipal Law as shall be approved by the Engineer for the Town and other responsible Town officials.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the demolition and removal be accomplished as soon as possible after July 2, 1999 unless the Engineer for the town or the Building and Zoning Inspector certifies there has been a substantial change in the condition of the premises prior to that date, and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the cost and expenses of the demolition and removal shall be assessed against property located at 1144 Route 94 (67-4-21) in accordance with provisions of the Unsafe Buildings or Collapsed Structures Local Law of the Town of New Windsor.
