Motion by Councilwoman Townsend, seconded by Councilman Green that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following Resolution:
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WHEREAS, the Newburgh-Stewart Economic Development Zone has been created under Section 958 of the EDZ Law; and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor is contiguous to the City of Newburgh and desires to designate certain Town of New Windsor lands to be made a part of the City of Newburgh EDZ, said lands lying generally along the CSX Railroad tracks and proximate to the Hudson River, and comprising 62.4 acres, more of less, as shown on the attached map marked #2; and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor is authorized to designate a separate sub-zone in the Newburgh-Stewart EDZ sub-zone, and the Town is desirous of designating lands at or adjacent to the former Stewart Army Subpost in the Town of New Windsor comprising 177.3 acres, as its EDZ sub-zone; and

WHEREAS, the former Stewart Army Subpost is a former United States Army installation, and prior to that, a United States Air Force installation, which has been designated excess by the military, and which has recently been closed at the loss to the community of several hundred jobs; and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor has received special federal legislation authorizing the transfer of the former Stewart Army Subpost military lands to the Town of New Windsor on September 30, 1999, by Bill #HR3616 signed into law on October 17, 1998; and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor has designated a developer for the former Stewart Army Subpost lands, which development will include a World Trade Center and Foreign Trade Zone; and 

WHEREAS, the total EDZ lands in the Town of New Windsor will amount to 239.7 acres more or less.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor request the Commissioner of the NYS Department of Economic Development to revise the boundaries of the EDZ for Newburgh-Stewart in accordance with this Resolution and the accompanying map with respect to 239.7 acres; and that a certified copy of this Resolution be forwarded to the NYS Department of Economic Development to the Attention of the Commissioner.
