Construction Contingency work, with the federal share of such costs to be applied directly by the New York State Department of Transportation (NYSDOT) pursuant to Agreement; and it is further

RESOLVED, that the sum of $20,000.00 hereby appropriated and made available to cover the cost of participation in the additional Preliminary Engineering phase, and it is further

RESOLVED, that the sum of $1,000.00 is hereby appropriated and made available to cover the cost of participation in the Right-of-Way Acquisition phase, and it is further

RESOLVED, that in the event the non-federal share of costs of the project exceeds the amount appropriated above, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor shall convene as soon as possible to appropriate said excess amount immediately upon the notification by the Town Supervisor; and it is further

RESOLVED, that it is understood that the statement in no way diminishes the rights of the Town of New Windsor under present procedures to review and comment upon specific stages of the subject project; and it is further

RESOLVED, that the Town Supervisor be and is hereby authorized to execute all necessary Agreements on behalf of the Town of New Windsor with the New York State Department of Transportation in connection with the advancement or approval of the Project providing for the administration of the Project and permanent funding of the local share of federal-aid and state-aid eligible Project costs and all Project costs within appropriations therefor that are not so eligible, and it is further

RESOLVED, that a certified copy of this resolution be filed with the New York State Commissioner of Transportation by attaching it to any necessary Agreement in connection with the Project.
