# 26  On Agenda:   Public Forum

Supervisor Meyers: "That takes us to the next portion of this which is the Public Forum.  Before I open it up to the public, I ask any of the Board members if they have anything they would like to say.  I would just like to recognize that Alice Biasotti, our new  councilwoman is here today and hopefully on January 1st, you will be joining us up here and we congratulate you on your win and look forward to working with you.  At this time I will open it up to the public, anybody have anything they want to speak to?"

"Sir, what you need to do is stand up, state your name and address and you have three minutes."

"My name is Des Donegan, 93 Riley Road, New Windsor.  This is a matter of traffic.  Are there any plans in respect to moving traffic in a safer manner so that there won't be a huge traffic build up at the Five Corners?  The building of Hanafords, what is the status of that?  And a question on the corner of Route 94 and Riley Road, does that property belong to New Windsor or to Cornwall?  And will the Cornwall High School be coming to the area?  That's it."

Supervisor Meyers:  "Okay, thank you.  I'll address that in a minute.  Any one else have any comments they want to make about anything?  State your name and address for the record and you have three minutes."

"My name is Richard Ostner.  Good evening Mr. Supervisor and members of the Town Board. …"  

Mr. Ostner finished reading a prepared statement regarding the amendments to the Zoning Law, Chapter 48, which were adopted at an October 3, 2001 public hearing. 

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor Meyers entertained a motion to close the Public Forum portion of the meeting.

Motion by Councilwoman Weyant, seconded by Councilwoman Townsend that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor close the Public Forum portion of the meeting.

Supervisor Meyers:  "Mr. Donegan, the Five Corners is a disaster.  There are no town roads there.  We don't own any of the roads-Route 32, Route 94, Route 300- are all state roads.  I have no idea what plans there are.  I can tell you that my dealings with the State of New York, their plan is there is no plan, so we are at their mercy.  We do not have the ability to do those roads, they are not our roads." 

"Second, this is not a debate, I am answering your questions and we are leaving.  The Hanafords is before the Planning Board.  We have a Planning Board member here, we have given them a very difficult time, no question about it.  We have held their feet to the fire, they have hired engineers, they have hired traffic specialists and we have told them that they cannot come back to the Planning Board until they have a letter from the State of New York saying that "the State of New York thinks that Hanafords will not create any more traffic in the Route 94 area in the Five Corners and it would be good for the community" and so we have not heard from Hanafords and we have not heard from the State.  So they won't be back before the Planning Board until they get that."

"Route 94 and Riley Road, that house is, I think that piece of property is in Cornwall.  If you would like you can check with the Assessor's office, but that question has been asked to me a few times and I think that piece of property is at least eighty percent in Cornwall, if not the entire parcel.  I believe the entire parcel is.  The Cornwall High School is being proposed in the Town of Cornwall, not the Town of New Windsor so you are in the wrong Town Hall."

"To address you Richard, I think that there are some folks who didn't agree with us and I understand that and I appreciate their positions.  I appreciate your position.  The answer to your question is no, none of the Town Board members live on a piece of property that is more than an acre.  We weighed the entire issue, we had a recommendation from our engineers, we had a recommendation from our Planning Board, we were required to hold a public hearing and at the public hearing very clearly all the folks spoke against it and there was twenty people.  This is a rather large crowd for us and I don't take that as a sign that no one wants to participate, I think if you look around us, town supervisors and councilpeople get beaten every single election.  We don't get beat, I would welcome the challenge to see whether or not I am doing a good job, I believe I am doing a good job, I believe the Board's  doing a good job.  Everybody does not agree with George Meyers, that's fine.  I am here to do the best for everybody, not to maximize your profits, not to maximize the profits of anybody in town.  I am here to provide a safe living environment for you, to provide a good business environment for you and to keep your taxes as low as I possibly can."

"I think that my main concern was the schools, alluding to the Town of Cornwall.  That school is not being built.  Unfortunately for all us, we have five hundred homes being built up on Mt. Airy Road and that was approved long before anybody was here in 1975.  I am not in favor of that.  I am on the record as saying "if George Meyers had his way, there would be no more houses built in the Town of New Windsor, none, zero."  But this is America and if people own land, they are permitted to do what they want on their property if it is a permitted use.  We run into this problem all the time.  There is nobody that I know of that thinks Hanafords is a good idea that's involved in government in this town.  We are going to make some decisions that are based on law and we are going to hold their feet to the fire.  If they are able to withstand the heat and they meet all the requirements of the Planning Board, they are coming.  Not much that we can do about it and it's a State issue.  We have done everything we think we possibly can do to get that project…, I tried to get that project moved to Union Avenue and Route 32, I thought it would be a good project for there, a good spot for them.  They would have no part of it, they are looking to put the other people out of business.  I am just saying, you spoke a long time and I am just trying to remember some of the things you said. "

"I agree, I am in not in charge of school taxes.  I wholeheartedly agree with you, however most people are ignorant of the fact that sixty five percent of their taxes goes to the school.  They think this Board gets all their school taxes, we get fifteen percent.  We provide you with lots of services for fifteen percent.  Most people believe that when they come into this town hall ranting and raving to me about school taxes.  I have nothing to do with school taxes, I wish I did.  Newburgh School District has $132 million budget, our budget is $22.7 million.  But I think we made that decision based on what we thought was best for everybody and you cannot please all the people all the time,  and if you run around trying to do that, that's how you lose your job.  Make a decision as to what you think is best for everybody and you move on and some people will not be happy with it and I understand why they are not happy with it.  I would understand why they are not happy with the Board's decision, but we knew that going in.  We are trying to do what we think is right and sometimes people don't agree with us and if they don't, this is America, that's fine.  You'll have to come in, you'll have to speak to the Board, you'll have to submit petitions, you'll have to put your name on the ballot, you run for office and if you're in, you do what you want to do.  But as you can see, we run a very tight ship here…"
