# 25 On Agenda:  Public Forum

Supervisor Meyers said: "That closes that portion of the meeting, before I open it up to the public, I'll ask the Board members if they have anything they would like to say?  At that point, anyone in the public have anything to say about anything?  Sir, would you just state your name and address and whatever your issue is."

Guy DiSpigna, Margaret Place: "I am going to address the coed softball league.  I thought it would just be open to New Windsor residents and actually to date only twelve people have signed up for the coed softball league and it starts in July.  I don't think we are going to have enough teams to play if it is not open to non-residents.  It has been open to non-residents for the past twelve years.  Last year, I mean two years ago, it was closed to non-residents and we only had four teams and the four teams that did show up had to pick up people from other teams to make the teams able to play.  It doesn't work well, I mean it's a good program and everything but if you don't let the non-residents play you don't have enough people to play the games or enough teams.  You end up playing the same teams over and over again.  I don't know why it's not open to non-residents, it's been working all along, I know there have been some problems with some people, I don't know the facts behind the problems, but it seems that you don't cut all the people out if some people are causing the problems, you just get rid of those people that are causing the problems.  I just wanted to see if we could open it up to non-residents again."

Supervisor Meyers: "Okay, thank you.  Anybody else want to speak?"

Motion by Councilwoman Weyant, seconded by Councilwoman Biasotti that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor close the Public Forum portion of the meeting.

Supervisor Meyers:  "I'll address this now, I just don't want to get into a big debate.  You wrote a letter to me, I wrote a letter back. All the Town Board members got a copy of it, we discussed this at a workshop when you weren't there.  We have had a great deal of difficulty with non-residents.  We have had damage to our buildings, we have had drinking, we have had public urination, we have had exposure by people down there and that is why all of our programs, not just that program, every single program that we offer is New Windsor residents only and what it is, is the continuity.  If we opened up one that would make it not look good for the other twenty five or thirty that we close, so the Board, after many years of having non-residents in our programs, was forced to make that decision by some of the conduct by some of the people and there are some residents who are not allowed in our programs."  

"Just as a piece of information, we had, every year allowed the New York State Police, of which I was a member for twenty five years, retired after twenty five years, to run a benefit program for children who are sick.  We let them use it for a couple of years and every year they insisted on having alcohol.  I wrote them a letter this year "Don't come back anymore".  We take a very hard line with our Recreation programs.  Everybody does not agree with everything we do, there was one other person who wrote a letter that was almost identical to yours that the Board had and the reason is that New Windsor residents underwrite the program, other people don't underwrite the program, and that was a decision made by the Board,  not made easily after a lot of consternation because some of the points you brought up are very good, valid points, but the downside is just outweighed.  I just wanted to answer your letter but address you too."
