ORDERED, that any person knowingly violating these orders may be arrested and treated pursuant to the applicable status of the Laws of the State of New York.

Nothing herein shall be construed as to prohibit the normal and lawful travel of any person upon the streets and highways within the Town of New Windsor.

# 23 On Agenda:  Public Forum

Supervisor Meyers said: "All right, that closes that portion of the meeting.  I ask  any of the Board members if they have anything they want to discuss before I open it up.  Okay, it is open to the public, if you have any comments, please raise your hand, state your name and fire away."

"My name is Tom Canale, I live on Lisa Lane.  We were under the impression that it was going to be on the forum tonight, the dedication of that road, and I know it has nothing to do with tonight's agenda.  I guess everybody there, all the residents are wondering with the winter coming and plowing the road – is that something we can discuss here?"

Supervisor Meyers: " Sure, I will get to that in a minute, anybody else?  

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor Meyers entertained a motion to close the Public Forum portion of the meeting.

Motion by Councilman Finnegan, seconded by Councilwoman Mullarkey that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor close the Public Forum portion of the  meeting.

Supervisor Meyers: "Tom, what happened is we had this on the agenda for August and five minutes before we were going to come in and have the meeting, the Building Inspector came to my office and said that there was an issue with the survey that was very serious, so we took it off the agenda.  At that point I spoke to the Engineer for the Planning Board, Mark Edsall, and he advised me that there were a couple of neighbors out there that were in dispute about a wall, is that you?  Okay, and somehow that brought the issue to light, if that dispute never took place, the Town would have just went ahead and dedicated the road, but since that issue came to light, they looked at the survey and said we're wrong.  The problem is that surveyors, like architects and engineers, are licensed by the State.  So when they file something with the Town  we are under no obligation and we accept that as the document, that that's it.  We don't go out to check it because their license is in jeopardy if it's not right.  When they filed that as a matter of course in business, we do that all the time, we accept the survey and that is the end of it.  That would have been the end of it, but now this comes up." 

"I had spoken to Melissa and then subsequently spoke to about eight or nine other residents out there yesterday and the day before and I have had some conversations with Cardaropoli, the last one today at 2:00.  He's  trying to soft pedal it that there doesn't appear to be too much of a problem and what we have done is we have hired another surveyor that he is paying for.  We selected the surveyor, he's paying for it.  This guy's going to do the survey, he has started, I know his name it just escapes me 'cause I met with the engineer today.  By next Wednesday, we are  going to have his report.  By then we will know what we are going to do.  There are some people who lead me to believe that this could be a very serious issue, that some houses may be built on the road, some houses may be built on other properties.  If that is the case, Tom, we all have a mess on our hands.  If that's not the case and we work --- we'll dedicate the road at the next meeting.  I have been very clear with Cardaropoli  the couple of times that I met with him, that this is becoming a very serious issue because  the snow is going to fly soon and we can't go on that road.  The Highway Superintendent Henry Kroll cannot go on the road  unless it's dedicated, the post office has a policy they won't go on it, the school bus companies they have a policy and they won't go on it.  I have addressed these issues with them before, so I know that's their policy.  I can tell you this, that by sometime next week, Wednesday, we should know where we are going and then we are going to have to come up with some type of plan.  Now it is  going to fall back on Cardaropoli, no doubt about it.  He does other developing in Town and I had gotten a call from a guy named Al Levine, who lives over there on your street, and he told me that Cardaropoli  told him that it was the Town's fault.  When I got that phone call, I told the Building Inspector that Cardaropoli doesn't get anymore building permits for anything in this Town.  So he came waddling in here today to meet with me about this thing, so I definitely have his attention and this is not a guy who doesn't know how to build things, this is not a guy on his last nickel either."  

Tom Canale:  "I understand, don't you still hold a bond?"  Supervisor Meyers: "Yes, we have  a lot of things, he wants to build a big office building down on River Road and if I get testy with you, you will have a major problem in this Town, so he does not want that to happen.  I want to get this straightened out, it's not fair to the folks who live out there, it's not fair to kids who have to go to school and it's unfair for people to think that it's my fault.  I do enough things that are my fault that I shouldn't have to answer for things that are his fault.  I say this to you, I personally am on top of this and will remain on top of it until we get it resolved and he is very anxious to get it resolved because he now has me annoyed.  I hope that answers your questions, so either you or Melissa call me on Wednesday afternoon and I'll see where we are going with this, we are anxious to get this done.  It is not a big deal for us to plow a road, but we need to get it dedicated before we can go up there.  The issues are, Al was going to sue this guy, so get an attorney, write a letter to Cardaropoli and put him on notice that if anything does happen here you are going after him.  If there were to be a lawsuit here the Town would be dragged into it, as soon as we would present these documents by these certified surveyors, we're out.  That will take forever, the roads will never get plowed, the kids will never get picked up, the post office isn't going to deliver, so that is what I am up against, okay?"
