Supervisor Meyers called to order a Public Hearing regarding a Proposed Local Law entitled Enforcement Block Grant (LLEBG) Program and presided over same.

The Town Clerk presented proof of publication regarding same, as required by law.

Supervisor Meyers:  The second Public Hearing we are having tonight has to do with regarding an enforcement, Law Enforcement Block Grant program.  This is a program that our Police Department participates in where the Police Chief is here with us today. His staff attempts to take some of the load off the local taxpayers back by applying for federal grants.  In this case, and this particular grant, they are required to have a Public Hearing as to getting some input from the public and any way they think the money should be spent.  Before I open it up to the public, I will ask the Town Board if they have any comment? They commented on it the other night, are there any other comments?  Anybody from the Public like to comment on this law enforcement grant that Chief Koury and his people put together?  I just want to briefly outline what it is; it’s two years worth of grant money for twenty one thousand nine hundred sixty seven dollars for 98-99 and another twenty one thousand three hundred seventy eight dollars for 99-2000 year.  This particular grant money, about forty two or three thousand dollars will be used for software, computer software projects that the police departments are undertaking.  I would just like to thank Chief Koury for his help in securing this grant and he is also in the process of securing another grant for about one hundred twenty thousand dollars that will help us put lap top computers in all the police cars.  I think the taxpayers are fortunate to have fellow Chief Koury’s type here to lead the Police Department and get these grants for us.  So, the Town Board and I say thank you.

Hearing no others wishing to speak, Supervisor Meyers entertained a motion to close the Public Hearing regarding the Proposed Local Law Enforcement Block Grant (LLEBG) Program.
