SALUTE TO FLAG

Supervisor Meyers asked for a moment of silence in memory of Jimmy Coritz, former Police Chief, whose funeral was held April 7, 1999.

Supervisor Meyers called to order a Public Hearing regarding a Proposed Local Law, entitled Amendments to Chapter 48 – Zoning Local Law No. 3 1975, and presided over same.

The Town Clerk presented proof of publication regarding same, as required by law.

Supervisor Meyers:  I would like to acknowledge the fact that Jimmy died and all the great work that he had done to this Town; not only the Police Department but the whole Town to where it is at today.  Sometimes we tend to forget that these people came before us, who were Police Chief’s and Elected Officials who have done some wonderful things to bring this Town to where we picked it up and try to move it forward to see if we can do the same thing.  Before we start the regular Board Meeting tonight, we have a Public Hearing on Proposed Amendments to Chapter 48 of the Zoning Local Law and that’s why you see some of the things on the wall here.  It was a long and hard process that we went through here and it hadn’t been done since the middle 1970’s, 1974, 1975.  The Board asked Phil Crotty to take a lead on the changes that we are proposing along with the Department Heads, in particular with Mike Babcock our Building Inspector. We had made some changes; we have passed them around amongst ourselves and Department Heads.  We posted them in the newspapers and taken some feed back and we believe that we have a final product here and before we adopt this as a Board, hold a Public Hearing.  We had received one letter from the former Supervisor who I see is here today, George Green. He had some comments on one of the Zoning issues, the OLI Zone, and we had a meeting with George yesterday with Phil Crotty, Mike Babcock and myself.  We believe that George brought up some valid concerns and Mike and Phil have agreed that this should be adopted as part of the new zoning and bulk table amendments.  This suggestion from George Green had to do with a OLI Zone and the number of acres that could be on with yard frontage, side frontage and we agreed with him and thanked George for his interest in bringing that to our attention. 
 Before I open it up to the Public for comment; these things deal mostly with things like adult entertainment areas, cell tower locations, new noise ordinance, some odor control things, historical corridors.  We put a lot of work into this and certainly on behalf of the Board acknowledge the work our Town Attorney, Phil Crotty, did on this and thank you for doing that.  Before I open up to the Public does any of the Board Members have any comments on any of this? I will open up to the Public if anybody wants to comment at all Mr. Green, you want to comment?
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George Green:  I would just like to read a letter into the record.  Dear Supervisor Meyers and Town Board Members:  I am writing to you regarding the proposed bulk table amendments in reference to the OLI zone, column A #12 –Mini Warehouses:

#1- Lot area should be reduced to 5 acres;  #2 -Lot width should be reduced to 200’;  #3-  Front yard should be reduced to 50’;  #4 - Side yard should be reduced to 50’;  #5 - Total 

side yard should be reduced to 100’;  #6- Required street frontage should be reduced to 50’;  #7- Rear yard should be reduced to 50’;  #8- Maximum building height should be reduced to 50’;  #9- Minimum livable floor area should be non-applicable;  #10 - Developmental coverage should be non-applicable.  Thank you for your consideration in this matter.  Very truly yours, George A. Green.

Supervisor Meyers:  Anybody else want to make any comments regarding the bulk table changes?  Phil, once again I appreciate everything you have done and thank you.

Town Attorney Crotty:  Thank you, Mr. Supervisor. The Building Inspector was certainly most helpful and so was, Pat Barnhart, the ZBA Secretary.

Hearing no others wishing to speak, Supervisor Meyers entertained a motion to close the Public Hearing regarding the Proposed Local Law Amendments to Chapter 48 Zoning Local Law No. 3 1975.
