Resolution-Adoption – Economic Development Zone

Motion by Councilwoman Mullarkey, seconded by Councilwoman Townsend that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor has created an Economic Development Zone at the former Stewart Army Subpost, and also has authorized the extension of the Stewart-Newburgh Economic Development Zone into the Town of New Windsor in an area generally proximate to the Hudson River; and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor and the Newburgh Enlarged City School District have previously adopted by resolution the provisions of NYS Real Property Tax Law Section 485-b to encourage economic development within the municipality; and

WHEREAS, NYS General Municipal Law Section 18-B and NYS Real Property Tax Law Section 485-e provide for certain enhanced real estate tax benefits for economic development activity in Economic Development Zones; and
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WHEREAS, the Commissioner of the Empire State Development Corporation has notified the Town of New Windsor by letter dated 12th day of January, 2000, that “your request for the revision to the Stewart-Newburgh Economic Development Zone boundary is approved pursuant to Section 969(c) of the General Municipal Law.  The approval is effective as of October 28, 1999.”  This correspondence was received and filed with the Town Clerk of the Assessing Unit on February 2, 2000.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor authorize the exemption from taxation and special ad valorem levies for the period and to the extent provided by NYS Real Property Tax Law Section 485-e. Economic Development Zone Tax Exemption for all parcels of real property within the Stewart-Newburgh Economic Development Zone located in the Town of New Windsor.
