WHEREAS, the New Windsor Town Board met on November 6, 2002 as specified in the Notice of Public Hearing on the Proposed Budget and heard all persons interested in same and;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that said Board does hereby adopt the Budget, as the Annual Budget of the Town of New Windsor for the fiscal year beginning the first day of January 2003, and that said Budget as so adopted be entered in detail in the Minutes of this meeting and is hereto attached Marked No. 1, and;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk of the Town of New Windsor shall certify in triplicate, copies of said Budget as adopted pursuant to Section 202, Subdivision 2, of the Town Law and shall file one certified copy in her office, and two certified copies with the Supervisor who presents said Budget to the Board of Legislators of the County of Orange.  Further, that the Town Clerk be authorized to advertise same as required by law.
