Resolution of Support for and Concurrence with Orange County's Empire Zone Boundary Revision Application for Newburgh Stewart Empire Zone

Motion by Councilwoman Mullarkey, seconded by Councilman Finnegan that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, the State of New York created the Empire Zone Program to encourage industrial and commercial development in designated municipalities across the State; and

WHEREAS, the County of Orange received designation by the State of New York of Empire Zone #60 known as the Newburgh Stewart Empire Zone originally including portions of the City of Newburgh and the Towns of Newburgh and New Windsor; and

WHEREAS, New York State has amended the Empire Zones Program to allow additional subzones; and

WHEREAS, the County of Orange intends to revise its Empire Zone boundaries to encourage industrial and commercial development and to create additional subzones; and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor supports and concurs with County's efforts to promote commercial and industrial development in these new subzones by undesignating a portion of the Town's current Empire Zone at the former Stewart Army Subpost now known as New York International Plaza; and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor concurs with Orange County's Empire Zone boundary revision application undesignating a portion of the Town of New Windsor as part of Empire Zone #60;
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED  that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor in its capacity as governing body of the Town does hereby support and concur with Orange County's Empire Zone boundary revision application to undesignate 60.0 acres from the Empire Zone, so that 93.0 acres remain in the Town of New Windsor Newburgh Stewart Empire Zone at the former Stewart Army Subpost site.
