Resolution – Petition To New York State Department Of Transportation - Establish Permanent Traffic Control Signal – Butterhill Road & State Route 94.
WHEREAS, the Butterhill section of the Town of New Windsor (Butterhill) has been severely impacted as the result of road destruction in the aftermath of Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee; and
WHEREAS, said storms destroyed both Butternut Drive and the bridge on Forge Hill Road effectively closing a main access to and from Butterhill; and
WHEREAS, the closure of Forge Hill Road and Butternut Road have created significant congestion affecting ingress to and egress from Butterhill by diversion of vehicles onto State Route 94 via Butterhill Road; and
WHEREAS, the congestion which resulted at Route 94 and Butterhill has jeopardized the safety of all users of these highways and intersection and has resulted in multiple property damage and personal injury accidents; and
WHEREAS, a temporary traffic signal was erected jointly by New York State Department of Transportation and Town of New Windsor at the intersection of Butterhill Road and Route 94 which greatly reduced traffic accidents, congestion and greatly improved ingress to and egress from Butterhill; and

WHEREAS, on December 26, 2013 the temporary traffic signal was demolished by the negligent operation of a tractor trailer.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT,

The Town Board of the Town of New Windsor hereby petitions and requests that the New York State Department of Transportation re-install the traffic signal which was destroyed on December 26, 2013.

The New York State Department of Transportation make all necessary provisions that the replacement of the temporary traffic control system at the intersection of Butterhill Road and State Route 94 become permanent and that it be constructed as and remain a permanently controlled intersection and that all replacement components of the traffic control system at the above be of the type and quality which meet all Federal, State & Local standards for a permanent traffic control device.
