Supervisor Green opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if any of the Board had any comments. 
Leo Braun asked what barbs were in relation to item #7.  Supervisor Green said they referred to rocks which will be placed in the stream to divert high water flow away from the slope.  Mr. Braun also asked if the Supervisor could elaborate on the special counsel which is being hired.  The Supervisor said they will be hired to negotiate a proposed ground lease and host community for the proposed casino at Stewart.
A resident requested information on the proposed casino.  Supervisor Green said he will only discuss what is currently on the agenda because everything else is still being negotiated and it is too early to talk about it.  He also said that a public hearing will be held before the application submission date which is June 30th although that date could change.
Bonnie Brennan said that there is extensive literature establishing that casinos bring crime and drugs to an area and she is deeply disturbed that the Town of New Windsor would consider have a casino.
A resident asked if there was an overlay available showing the exact area the casino would be located.  Supervisor Green said there is no map, however the casino would be located on Stewart Airport property.
Mrs. Kopman asked if there is a ballpark start time for the work on Butternut Drive.  Supervisor Green said that the bids for the barbs was step one and they won’t be opened until May 5th, then bids will go out for the restoration.  He said hopefully the project would be completed this year.

Someone asked for the names of the special counsel and community planner the Town Board is hiring and what their fees were.  Supervisor Green said the firm name of special counsel is Sive, Paget and Riesel, and their fees are $375 an  hour for a partner and $275 an hour for associates. The community planner is the Turner Miller Group who worked on the Town’s master plan several years ago and he wasn’t sure what their fee was.  He said that the casino planners put $30,000 in escrow to cover the cost of any professional services.  
Tony D’Angelo thanked Anthony Fayo and the Highway Department for the great job they did on the roads this past winter.
Bert Merolle said he submitted a motion to be placed on the meeting agenda last month and was told that the Board had to review it first, now it’s a month later and it still isn’t on the meeting agenda and he wants to know why it was left off.  Supervisor Green said that Mr. Merolle misinterpreted the Rules of Procedure and he did not have any authority to have anything placed on an agenda.
