Whereas, CSX Railways operates commercial rail traffic in and through Town of New Windsor; and

Whereas, this traffic includes transportation of large quantities of fuel oil which are carried in Model DOT 111 tank cars; and

Whereas, the safety of DOT 111 has been brought into question when carrying bulk liquid petroleum products; and

Whereas, major oil spills involving DOT111 cars have occurred in Lynchburg, VA; Casselton, MD and Aliceville, AL, all three compromising the integrity of the environment and endangering the health, safety and welfare of those respective communities; and

Whereas, modifications to the DOT 111 cars have been identified which can greatly increase their safety while transporting bulk petroleum products including head shields, improved handles, valve protection, pressure relief valves and a layered tank shell; and

Whereas, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor believes that all reasonable steps should be taken to improve the safety of DOT 111 tank cars in order to safeguard the health, safety and welfare of Town residents, especially those who live on or near the CSX rail corridor.
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Now, Therefore Be It  Resolved by the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor that:

1. The federal Department of Transportation (federal DOT) and/or the New York State Department of Transportation (NYS DOT) take all necessary action to require the above and any other identified safety modifications to DOT 111 tank cars which transport bulk petroleum products.

2. The federal DOT and/or NYS DOT further require that tank cars which have superior design be required to be used for the transportation of bulk liquid petroleum products to the extent available to the transportation industry .

3. The Town Clerk of the Town of New Windsor is authorized to forward this resolution to the appropriate federal and state authorities and urge those authorities to implement those requests.
