Motion by Councilman Lundstrom, seconded by Councilman Regenbaum that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following amendment to the Standard Schedule of Fees:
Whereas, effective July 1, 2014, the rate for water sales which do not exceed the allowance quantities of water authorized to each municipal corporation or water district pursuant to Section 24-360 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York has increased from $1,496.76 per million gallons to $1,573.61 per million gallons; and

Whereas, the water sales which exceed the allowance quantities are expected to increase from $4,786.10 per million gallons to $4,946.52 per million gallons; and

Whereas, the current water consumption rate for the Town of New Windsor is $6.19 per 100 cubic feet or $8.29 per 1,000 gallons; and

Whereas, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor has determined that it is necessary to increase the water consumption rate charged to residents of the Town of New Windsor in order to maintain the financial integrity of the Consolidated Water District and the individual water districts;

Now Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor, pursuant to Section 287-35 of the Town Code hereby amends the Standard Schedule of Fees and establishes a new water consumption rate in the amount of $6.50 per 100 cubic feet or $8.71 per 1,000 gallons; and
Be It Further Resolved that this amendment to the Standard Schedule of Fees will become effective for the September 1, 2014 billing cycle.

Supervisor Green asked if the Town Board had any comments they wished to make and then opened the meeting to public comment.

Leo Braun asked if the agreement mentioned in item #3 included an advisor being sent here and if New York City was paying him.  Supervisor Green said they were paying and the objective was to cut down on excess water usage.
A resident asked about the lack of information available on the Forge Hill Road Bridge and he felt that a reply letter from a Board member in response to a letter to the editor relating to the Bridge was not appropriate.  Supervisor Green said that he is in frequent communication with the Orange County Department of Public Works Commissioner and the project is supposed to start in the fall and that is all the information he has regarding the project.  He said the original letter to the editor was full of misinformation and the reply was just setting the record straight.  The resident said he would like to know if there could be a combined information meeting with the County to discuss the project so residents would know what is going on.  Supervisor Green said that Legislator Chris Eachus should be the one to set up a public meeting to disseminate information as this is a county project.
