Supervisor Green called to order a Public Hearing regarding proposed increase and improvement and the Town Clerk presented proof of publication regarding same as required by law.

Town Engineer McGoey said that his firm prepared a Map, Plan and Report as required by the  State Comptroller’s office which identifies the improvements to be constructed at the New Windsor Sewage Treatment Plant.  Primarily the influent structure rehabilitation project includes reconstruction of a building that was constructed in the 70’s, it is outdated and needs substantial rehabilitation and in addition, its electrical systems, its gas detection system within the building need replacing.  We are also replacing the solids handling facility which is called a muffin monster, we are going to replace that with a mechanically clean bar screen which is a more  sophisticated and newer piece of equipment which will improve solid handling.  The total cost of that project is $1,725,000 and through the kindness of the Town Comptroller and the Town Supervisor, they saved money in the capital reserve fund for the sewage treatment plant, therefore $725,000 of the financing will come out of the reserves that have been set aside for capital improvements at the sewage treatment plant and a bond is being authorized tonight for $1,000,000 which will be paid for by the twenty four sewer districts within Town.
Hearing no one wishing to speak, Supervisor Green entertained a motion to close the Public Hearing.
