JOINT INCREASE AND IMPROVEMENT

SEWER DISTRICTS 14, 16, 19 AND 23

Supervisor Green called to order a Public Hearing regarding joint increase and improvements for the Consolidated Water District and presided over same.  He said this public hearing is for the wells we are doing along Moodna Creek since we have had tremendous success in finding groundwater there and this hearing is for a bonding resolution to further develop those wells.
The Town Clerk presented proof of publication as required by law.

Town Engineer McGoey said that again a Map, Plan and Report has been prepared in accordance with state law.  The improvements include the development of up to three large capacity wells reaching 1,000 gallons per minute a piece, a treatment facility to treat the water which is high in manganese, and an interconnecting pipeline booster pumping system will be connecting the line somewhere in the vicinity between Moodna Creek and Butterhill subdivision.  We will run a water main through the Butterhill subdivision up to Willow and connect to Willow where we have a large diameter main.  The total cost of this project is $10 million to be bonded over twenty years.  There are some estimated cost savings which will result from this project in the saving of  purchasing of New York City water along will be a savings of $1.7 million a year, there is a considerable saving in getting off the Catskill Aqueduct, so the recommendation is to float a bond in the amount of $10,000,000.
Supervisor Green said that we spend approximately $4,500 per day just in the purchase of water from New York City.  The savings in purchasing water will more than pay for this entire project.  Supervisor Green asked if anyone from the public had any comments.

Bonnie Brennan asked if this would be a separate treatment plant in addition to the already existing one.  Supervisor Green said this was a treatment plant just for the removal of manganese.  Bonnie Brennan asked if this would ever flow to the primary water treatment plant.  Supervisor Green said that it is not anticipated at this time.  Bonnie Brennan asked if  this is merely to service the neighborhoods around these particular wells.  Supervisor Green said this will service the entire Town.  Bonnie Brennan asked how that would be accomplished if the new treatment plant is not going to connect with the existing treatment plant.  

Town Engineer McGoey said the water can flow from the tank on Hillside toward the Riley Road filtration plant, at that point there is a booster pumping station which will pump water over to Stewart Field into the 2 million gallon tank. That is our other pressure zone so that feeds the rest of the Town.  Bonnie Brennan asked if we are adding additional tanks in terms of this plan.  Engineer McGoey said we are only adding on one tank near the new treatment plant only to feed the booster pumps.  Bonnie Brennan asked how tall that would be.  Engineer McGoey said it may be thirty feet high.  
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor Green entertained a motion to close the Public Hearing.
