Leo Braun said the traffic light at the Butterhill entrance and Route 94 had several traffic counters and he wanted to know if the DEC had notified the Town of what the results were.  Supervisor Green said he had not heard anything from them but the results from counters were not generally shared unless specifically asked for.

Leo Braun asked what our water situation is now.  Supervisor Green said the Kroll Well is online and producing 240 gallons per minute; and the St. Anne’s Well will be coming back online shortly.  He said they have received the preliminary water taking from the first well, the 1,000 gallon per minute well, which is subject to a thirty day comment period.  He said after that process is over he would like to start construction on the line and the required filtration in the spring of 2016.
