SALUTE TO FLAG

Supervisor Green said this is an informational session for the Jackson Avenue Rehabilitation Project and giving a presentation would be Brendan Fitzgerald and Jack Gorton of HVEA Engineering.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Fitzgerald said this is a supplemental hearing to a previous hearing which was held in August of 2005 and tonight’s session is due to some changes in the project from the earlier plans.    He said this is a federally funded project which is about ten years old, approvals have been received from the DOT and from Federal Highways.  In 2007, permission was obtained to start construction but those plans made significant changes to the road and there was some public opposition to that plan as some felt it destroyed the character of Jackson Avenue.  That stalled the project which has been on hiatus for about eight years.  About a year ago, the Town asked for assistance in petitioning the DOT and Federal Highways to accept a reduction in the scope of the original plans and still have a worthwhile improvement on the road.  Federal Highways did agree to authorize an extension to the project and allow a lesser scope.  The plan now is for the road to be overlaid, not widened.  Some of the curves are going to be fixed from Lake Road south; from Lake Road to Route 207 the road is wider and the width will remain the same.  Some of the sharp curves will be realigned but no private property will be acquired instead existing right of ways will be used.  The project will include the replacement of the culvert at two crossings – one north of Lake Road and one just south of Lake Road.  There will also be signage improvements, sight distance improvements and some drainage enhancements.  We will also be realigning the intersection of Jackson Avenue and Lake Road for a smoother flow of traffic.  This still needs approval from DOT and Federal Highways as a lot has changed in the past eight years especially environmental regulations.   We expect to get approval from the DOT in late spring or early summer of this year, the deadline imposed by Federal Highways is October.  Mr. Fitzgerald said they would set up out in the lobby for anyone wishing to look closer at the diagrams or ask questions.
