Public Forum
 

Supervisor Green opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if anyone had any comments or questions. 
Leo Braun said he saw cable counters on Route 94 and asked if that would lead to getting the streetlight back.  Supervisor Green said the Town hired an independent traffic analysis.
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Barney Bedetti asked about the Butterhill Alternate Supply and how the quality of the water is.  Supervisor Green said the quality is superb and he had just tried the water that afternoon straight out of the ground.  Barney asked how it compared to water from the Aqueduct and Supervisor Green said this water contains more manganese and will need some filtration.  He said that we will be getting about 7 million gallons a day in groundwater and that is without the aqueduct and he hopes the Town is completely off the aqueduct by the end of 2017.  
Barney said he also wanted to know about the building demolition and Supervisor Green said it is under litigation and cannot discuss it.  Barney said that is what he wanted to know – whether it was under litigation.  Supervisor Green said that a Notice of Claim has been filed.

Leo Braun asked what our actual water consumption is right now and Supervisor Green said it averages about 3 right now.  Supervisor Green said that the Aqueduct and the Catskill is going to be shut down by the City of New York for a protracted period of time so when the Delaware under the Hudson is shut down for the bypass tunnel, they will be able to put more water through the Catskill, so that is why we must be independent of their water.  Now we are paying $2.1 million per year in raw water costs to New York City, but after these wells go online, that $2.1 million bill goes away forever. The surplus is there so we can supply the Town of Newburgh while that aqueduct is shut down.  This is being done in cooperation with the City of New York.  

Mr. Santos said he lives on High Street and he is having a problem on his dead end street in that people are always turning around in his driveway and he has children that play there.  He said that at the end of the street, there is a turnaround which could be used but it needs to be cleaned up.  Supervisor Green said that after the meeting the Highway Superintendent would speak to him.

John Nestler, a Town employee, thanked the Supervisor and Town Board for the new CSEA contract and for being so good to the men.  Supervisor Green said that he always said that our employees are the Town’s best asset.
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
