Said project commonly referred to as the “Butterhill Well Alternative Water Supply” (“Proposed Action”); and

WHEREAS, the Proposed Action is subject to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA), and is classified as a Type I Action; and

WHEREAS, the Town has caused to be completed a revised Part I of a long form Environmental Assessment Form (EAF), together with appendices and on April 6, 2016 authorized its consultants to circulate a Notice of Intent to Serve as Lead Agency; and 

WHEREAS, the statutory time period has elapsed without any objection to same; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board has received and reviewed Part II of the revised long form EAF prepared by its consultant and concurs with its findings;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:
