Salute To Flag

Supervisor Green called to order a Public Hearing regarding a proposed street improvement district which would include Oak Hill Drive and Deer Hill Road and the Town Clerk presented proof of publication as required by law.
Patrick Hines, an engineer with the firm of McGoey, Hauser and Edsall Consulting Engineers presented information about the street improvement district.  He said his firm was authorized in 2010 and in 2016 to prepare a Map, Plan and Report for the creation of the street improvement district for Oak Hill Drive and Deer Hill Road which are existing private roads.  The plan is to reconstruct the roadway to meet Town rural road specifications.  Currently the roadway is eighteen feet and narrower in some spots and we plan to bring it up to a twenty feet minimum width with a five inch pavement section over top of twelve inches of new subbase.  He said the road is in fairly bad shape and disrepair and has deteriorated even more since 2010 when they last looked at it.  He said in the 2010 report, they were going to do some repairs and rejuvenate some of the road surfaces but now it is a complete reconstruction project.
He said there are twenty two parcels benefiting by the reconstruction and the total cost right now for the project is $613,000.00 for the reconstruction of 2600 lineal feet of roadway with the two cul-de-sacs and about 500 feet of drainage pipe, some catch basins and some guide rails to be installed. Because it is a Town sponsored project, the work must be done at prevailing wage rates which adds to the cost of the project.  Based on the twenty year life of the road, the annual payment will be  $49,162 and the cost per single lot will be approximately $2,235. He said that concludes the overview of the project.

A resident asked if Pat Hines could go over the dollar amounts again.  Mr. Hines said the figures will be itemized in the Map, Plan and Report, but the overall work cost will be $613,000. which includes surveys, land acquisition work, construction costs and design. He said the twenty year annual payment based on a 5% interest rate will be about $49, 162. divided among twenty two parcels which comes out to $2,235 annually per lot.
A resident asked how it would affect his property as his side yard runs along Oak Hill Road.  Mr. Hines said the road reconstruction will not go outside the existing private road easement and will not encroach on any lots.
A resident asked if New York State is still providing a grant for a street paver and Supervisor Green said it is still in the works and he has no idea how long it will take for the grant to come through.

A resident asked if there was a timeline for the project.  Supervisor Green said nothing has been established yet as there is another step in the process to go through before a timeline can be set up, but the project will be completed as expediently as possible.
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor Green entertained a motion to close the Public Hearing.

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Motion – Adopt Resolution Authorizing Establishment Of Street Improvement District

Motion by Councilwoman Mullarkey, seconded by Councilwoman Biasotti, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following:

WHEREAS, pursuant to Town Law Section 200, the Town Board, on its own motion, seek to improve the private roads known as Oak Hill Drive and Deer Hill Road; and

WHEREAS, said Town Board duly adopted an Order on June 1, 2016 reciting, in general terms, the filing of said Order, the improvement proposed, the maximum amount proposed to be expended for said improvement, and the area benefited, which Order further scheduled a public hearing to consider the matter; and

WHEREAS, certified copies of said Order were duly published and posted according to law and the Town Board did, on July 6, 2016, at the time and place specified in said Order, duly met and considered the improvement, and heard all persons interested in the subject thereof who appeared at such time and place; and

WHEREAS, from the evidence offered at such time and place, the Town Board has determined that it is in the public interest to make the proposed improvement, the cost of which will be borne by the benefitted area; and

WHEREAS, the improvement of the existing Oak Hill Drive and Deer Hill Road is considered a “Type II Action” under the provisions of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA); 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor hereby authorize and approve the improvements; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the maximum amount to be expended for said improvements shall be $613,000.00 to be assessed on the benefitted area in accordance with law; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the improvement of the existing Oak Hill Drive and Deer Hill Road is considered a “Type II Action” under the provisions of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) and therefore the Town Board, as the sole involved agency, determine no further action is necessary; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Superintendent of Highways and the Engineer for the Town of New Windsor are hereby authorized and directed to prepare definite plans and specifications, to make a careful estimate of the expense, and with the assistance of the Town Attorney, to prepare and submit to the Town Board a proposed contract(s) for the execution of the work for said improvements; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor shall examine such definite plans, specifications, estimate and the proposed contract, and may reject the same or make such modifications and changes therein as shall seem necessary and desirable.
