Supervisor Green called to order a public hearing regarding the proposed amendment of a local law entitled “Zoning Local Law” and the Town Clerk presented proof of publication as required by law.

Veronica McMillan, the attorney for the Planning Board, explained the proposed amendments to the local law.  The amendments contain updates to designations in zoning districts, it also corrects some typographical errors, adding some omitted sections that were overlooked in previous drafts, and doing some amendments and deletions to the Use/Bulk regulations, we are repealing a section of the zoning law which dealt with senior citizen and workforce housing.  With regard to the zoning map, the intention of the changes in designation is to bring more cohesive zoning into certain areas where over time, one lot has out of place zoning for the area. We are amending the code in regard to senior and workforce housing because the Town has met its goals under the Comprehensive Plan.  We have met and exceeded the goals under a three county regional assessment, we now have plenty of this housing for those who need it and we are returning the zoning to what it was before.  There are also some procedural changes being made and we are changing the Town Code to bring it more in line with State law in that regard.  We are removing the casino overlay district also.
A resident asked if approved when these changes would  go into effect.  Veronica said they go into effect after they are filed with the Department of State, probably within the next sixty days.

Kathy Braun asked what changes are going into effect on Route 94.  Veronica said there are some changes around the Town Hall making it more limited commercial.  Some areas on Route 94 are going from Planned Industrial to Highway Commercial.  There are no zoning changes being made to residential areas.
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor Green closed the public hearing.

MOTION – ADOPT ZONING AMENDMENTS AS LOCAL LAW #2-2016
Motion by Councilman Lundstrom, seconded by Councilman Regenbaum that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following:
WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor has determined to amend Chapter 300 of the Town Code of the Town of New Windsor (“Zoning Code”); and 

WHEREAS, the existing Zoning Code has  been evaluated by the Town Supervisor, Town Attorney, Building Inspector, Planning Board Attorney and Planning Board Engineer, and a revision has been prepared; and 

WHEREAS, a Notice of Public Hearing appeared in The Sentinel, the official Town Newspaper, at least 10 days prior to the Public Hearing date; and

WHEREAS, a Public Hearing to consider amendments to the Town of New Windsor Zoning Code was held on the 7th day of September, 2016, pursuant to publication in the Official Town Newspaper; and

WHEREAS, Town Engineer has prepared and the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor has reviewed a full Environmental Assessment Form reflecting no adverse impact to the environment as a result of this amendment; and

WHEREAS, no entity or board other than the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor has the authority to amend the Zoning Laws of the Town of New Windsor, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor declare itself Lead Agency for SEQRA review; and

WHEREAS, on August 4, 2016 the proposed Zoning Local Law was forwarded to the Planning Board of the Town of New Windsor which has recommended the Town Board adopt said proposed Zoning Local Law; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Zoning Local Law was also forwarded to the Orange County Department of Planning on August 4, 2016, and it has not responded within the thirty (30) day statutory period; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with provisions of Section 264 of Article 16 of the Town Law, Notice of Public Hearing was forwarded to all neighboring municipalities;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor hereby declare itself to be lead agency and adopt a negative declaration of adverse environmental impact pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the attached amendment to the Zoning Code of the Town of New Windsor; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State as required by law.
