• The map signature/acknowledgement on the plan is not signed by the two owners, (also 
see next comment). 

• The planning board secretary should insure that both property owners have signed the 
application. 

• The plan identifies the "lot line to be removed". The "proposed lot lines" should also be 
called out. 

The plan should provide metes and bounds for the existing lot line (being removed). As 
well, dimensions should be indicated for the width of the strips being transferred. 

The "required" bulk table is incomplete, as it should include all data. Frontage, Building 
Height, FAR, Min. Livable Area and Development Coverage are all missing. 

The "required" lot area value is incorrect.

• The "required" front yard value is incorrect. 

• The "required" side yard value is incorrect. 

• The "required" total side yard value is incorrect. 

• The "required" rear yard value is incorrect. 

• The bulk table is incomplete. "Provided" values should be provided for each lot as 
"existing" (pre lot line revision) and "proposed" (post lot line revision). The bulk 
information must document continued compliance with zoning.
