WHEREAS, the City of New York, acting by and through the New York City Department of Environmental Protection (NYCDEP), as part of its “Water for the Future” Project will be making repairs and other capital improvements requiring planned shut downs of both the Delaware and Catskill aqueducts affecting the water supplies for the Town of New Windsor and the Town of Newburgh; and 


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor has determined to construct water interconnection facilities commonly referred to as the Butterhill Well Alternative Water Supply System (Butterhill Well Project) including the installation and operation of wells, water mains, water meter pit(s) and other improvements; and


WHEREAS, the NYCDEP has agreed to provide up to twelve million, sixty-two thousand, seven hundred twenty-five dollars ($12,062,725.00) in funding to Town of New Windsor to be used towards the design and construction of certain infrastructure and improvements that will allow water sharing between the Towns of New Windsor and Newburgh for the duration of DEP’s shutdowns of the Delaware and Catskill Aqueducts; and 


WHEREAS, this is an action subject to SEQR; and


WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopted a negative declaration on June 1, 2016 for the Butterhill Well Alternative Water Supply Project, of which this is a part; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor authorize the Supervisor to execute an Intergovernmental Agreement, in substantially the form attached hereto between City of New York and Town of New Windsor for the provision of funds for the design and construction of a bi-municipal backup water supply system to allow for water sharing between the Town of New Windsor and Town of Newburgh during shutdowns of the Delaware and Catskill Aqueducts.

Supervisor Green opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if anyone had any comments or questions. 
Councilman Regenbaum said that in the spring of 2017, the Town through the Recreation department will be starting a special needs soccer program which is being sponsored by several generous donations from some community businesses and several qualified coaches from local soccer clubs will be running it. We have identified that as a need in the community that special needs should have an outlet.  We are going to start with soccer in the spring and hope to extend that into other sports in the winter and fall.  He said it is a great program and it is great that we are getting funds through the community and they would appreciate everyone spreading the word, not just in New Windsor but in surrounding towns for those families that have special needs children.  Signups should start this winter.
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Supervisor Green congratulated everyone on the Community Day Committee for the wonderful job on a really, really successful Community Day.  
Tirek Gayle said he was not able to attend Community Day although he heard how fantastic it was.  He said he saw a photograph of a Confederate flag hanging in the back of a vendor’s booth, he didn’t know if it was for sale or it was just being displayed.  He said he had the photo here on his phone and he hopes that in the future that the organizers of Community Day will instruct vendors that certain items are not acceptable in our community.  Supervisor Green asked him to email him the photo and Mr. Gayle said he would.   Supervisor Green said he wasn’t aware that anyone saw it and he said they would find out which vendor it was.
A resident asked what happens to the ten year agreement that the Town signed with Time Warner Cable now that it has merged with Charter and Supervisor Green said it will now be an agreement with Charter since they bought out Time Warner.  
A resident said he attended New Windsor Day, he saw the flag and he took the picture and one of the reasons he came tonight was to know if he could obtain a copy of what the policies are in regard to taking part in New Windsor Day. He said he lives in the community next to the park, he attends every year and he was very disturbed by the fact the flag was there.  Supervisor Green said there were a number of volunteers and police around that day that could have been notified and they could have addressed it right then and there.  The resident said the flag was up for at least an hour and a half just before the fireworks.

Another resident said that if that vendor did break a rule, he should be banned from participation next year.  Supervisor Green said that when they find out who the vendor is, he will not be back.   Supervisor Green said it would have been very easy to put that into an email to his office and it could have been taken care of last week when it happened and it would have been addressed already.
