Motion by Councilwoman Mullarkey, seconded by Councilman Finnegan that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt a Resolution authorizing the State of New York to incorporate the construction of a 16-20 inch water main as a replacement for the existing 8 inch water main that will be disturbed by the reconstruction of International Boulevard under PIN 8062.05 County of Orange.

WHEREAS, Section 10, Subdivision 27 of the New York Highway Law provides, in part, that the Commissioner of Transportation shall have power under the request of the municipality, to perform for and at the expense of such municipality, any work of construction or reconstruction, including the removal and relocation of facilities, provided the Commissioner of Transportation deems it practicable to perform such work in connection with the performance of any work of construction, reconstruction, or improvements; and
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WHEREAS, the State of New York is presently preparing contract plans for the construction, reconstruction, or improvement of Stewart Airport Access Roads which involves construction within the route which the Town of New Windsor contemplated using for the construction of water mains and

WHEREAS, said construction, reconstruction, or improvement can be undertaken in conjunction with the construction of the aforesaid project at a substantial ultimate savings to the Town of New Windsor.

WHEREAS, Engineer for the Town, Richard D. McGoey, P.E. has provided a written estimate dated May 25, 2000 of the cost in the amount of $62,500.00.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT

RESOLVED that the Town Board in regular meeting convened, petitions the New York State Department of Transportation as follows:

Petition 1.  The State of New York is hereby authorized to proceed with the necessary arrangements to incorporate the proposed water main in the contract for the construction, reconstruction, or improvement of International Boulevard with the differential cost of the said water mains construction and necessary work in connection therewith to be borne by the Town of New Windsor, specifically the benefited portion of Extension #9 to the New Windsor Consolidated Water District as shall be determined by further resolution of the Town Board.

Petition 2.  The Town of New Windsor acting on behalf of the Consolidated Water District will maintain said water main subsequent to the construction thereof in an amount not to exceed $62,500.00.

Petition 3.  This resolution shall take effect immediately.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: that the Clerk of this Town Board is hereby directed to transmit five (5) certified copies of the foregoing resolution to the State Department of Transportation.

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor, Orange County, New York, has by Town Board Resolution dated April 5, 2000 made a request for the enactment of certain “Home Rule” Legislation by the New York State Legislature authorizing the re-creation of a New Windsor Industrial Development Agency; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to that “Home Rule” request, there has been introduced in the New York Senate Bill #7453 and in the New York Assembly Bill #10980, which Bills authorize the creation of an Industrial Development Agency in the Town of New Windsor; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor has expressed its support to the Senate for Bill #7453 and the Assembly for Bill #10980 and has authorized such support to both houses of the New York State Legislature.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor requests the enactment of New York State Senate Bill #7453 and New York State Assembly Bill #10980 authorizing the creation of an Industrial Development Agency for the Town of New Windsor.
