SALUTE TO FLAG

Supervisor Meyers called to order a Public Hearing regarding the Proposed 2000 Budget and presided over same.

The Town Clerk presented proof of publication regarding same, as required by law.

Supervisor Meyers:  I would like to welcome everybody tonight to our November 3rd Town Board Meeting.  Before we start tonight, you’re from where?

 Paul Marvella:  Boy Scout from Sacred Heart Church.

Supervisor Meyers:  Are you here for a project?

Paul Marvella:  Yes.

Supervisor Meyers:  Good, I hope you learn something.  The first item on the agenda tonight is our annual Public Hearing for the year 2000 budget.  We are required by law to hold a Public Hearing on the Budget before the Board can vote on it.  Before I open it up to the public, I will ask the Board Members if they have any comments?  I would just like to say that the Board Members have been involved in the budget in the last three or four months and we recorded their comments on the budget.  Are there any last minute comments from the Board Members?  Anybody from the public like to comment on the year 2000 budget?  I just want to cover a couple of quick points real quick.  The General Fund Budget is actually lower in the 2000 budget than it was in the 1994 budget by thirty four cents per thousand.  The Highway Budget has been increased by one dollar and fifty five and the bulk of that is due to the five year capital improvement program that the Town Board has undertaken for paving every road in Town in the next five years.  We usually use Mr. Reis’, not usually, we always use Mr. Reis’ our Town Comptroller’s, tax bill for comparison .  The comparison this year, I think that when all is said and done Larry’s tax bill will increase by sixteen dollars and ninety nine cents for the year, which is seventeen dollars.  As I mentioned, the increase is completely due to the paving of all the roads in the Town, which is about ninety miles and some of them have never been paved since the day they were laid.  We are anxious to undertake this.  Before I close the Public Meeting, just a comment; on behalf of the Town Board, we would like to acknowledge the work that Mr. Reis has done again on this new budget and we appreciate your expertise and look forward to you doing a couple more budgets before you buzz out on us.  

Hearing no one wishing to speak, Supervisor Meyers entertained a motion to close the Public Hearing regarding the Proposed 2000 Budget.

Motion by Councilman Finnegan, seconded by Councilwoman Mullarkey that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor close the Public Hearing regarding the PROPOSED BUDGET FOR THE YEAR 2000 at 7:35 P.M.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk of the Town of New Windsor shall certify in triplicate, copies of said Budget as adopted, pursuant to Section 202, Subdivision 2, of the Town Law and shall file one certified copy in her office, and two certified copies to the Supervisor who presents said Budget to the Board of Legislators of the County of Orange.  Further, that the Town Clerk be authorized to advertise same as required by law.
