Supervisor Meyers called to order the Public Hearing regarding the Proposed Union Avenue/Route 32 Emergency Interconnection and Water main Extension, and presided over same.

The Town Clerk presented proof of publication regarding same, as required by law.

Supervisor Meyers:  The second Public Hearing has to deal with the proposed Union Avenue/Route 32 Emergency Interconnection and Water main Extension.  That is to benefit the fire fighting abilities and to increase water pressure into Windsor Crest Condominium Complex on Route 32.  Before I open it up to the Public, any Town Board Members want anything to add?  Before I open it up to the Public, I see a couple of people here that are interested in this I would just like to comment that, I think it was yesterday, we actually got a letter from an Attorney who now says he represents Mr. Landau and Mr. Gervis, a fellow by the name of Ronald Kossar.  Mr. Kossar said he thought the price that we had established for this particular improvement, the water over maximum of 45,000 was a little to much.  He proposed that Mr. Gervis wants to complete this project and that he would complete the project by November 30th .  With some discussion with the Town Attorney and Town Board, we felt that since they put us on notice in writing that they would do the project that it would be fool hardy of us not to give them an opportunity to do it.  We instructed the Town Attorney to write a letter to Kossar, explaining to him the importance of this project.  Kossar called my office today about 5:00 or 5:30 and I spoke with him and tried to pin him down whether he was actually the attorney for these people. We all know that they seem to be in the wind a little bit and we want to know who represents them for more than just this particular issue.  So, after a little bit of dancing, he said that he is there attorney.  We spoke about this project and what I said to him was that we are in a bit of awkward position because I know they said it in writing.  I’m not going to let it go until November 30th , so I instructed the Town Attorney to write a letter to Kossar saying that the work has to begin by some date in November.  If it doesn’t begin then it will be taken over by us; if they aren’t going to do it then we are going to do it.  The reason I want to do this is because I want to do this project in November, if it becomes clear to me he isn’t going to do it then we are going to do it.  If we wait until the end of November, we are a little concerned about bad weather and won’t get it done.  He understood that and I don’t think he meant to say this to me but he said at one point his conversations with Mr. Gervis that they claim to start this project on the 15th of October.  So I said why don’t we just forget the letter and he got a little hesitant, can we just go; and I said listen, Phil Crotty is going to write you a letter and be very specific that you have to start by a certain date because I’m not going to wait until November 30th and find out no one is there.  It’s not a project that takes a lot of time to do but it certainly will take a week or two to do it.  With that being said, you now have all the facts so I will open it up to the public; if anybody has any comments or statements of what I just had to say.  I will assure you this those people who are from Windsor Crest that I am personally committed to completing this job by the end of November, because we have invested $70,000.00 odd some dollars on your behalf to bring the line down, so we just need to tie in and as most of you know, this guy didn’t have the line that he was suppose to be in.  
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Vienna D’Andreta:  Did he say anything further about completing the Phase III project?

Supervisor Meyers:  Can we speak about that in the public forum of this meeting because he did, in other words I spoke with him.

Vienna D’Andreta:  So, I’m not suppose to say anything now?

Supervisor Meyers:  Wait until I get through with this Town business and then I open it up to the public and then we can talk about anything  and bring that up and while I had him there, he began to discuss other issues.

Al D’Andreta:  Once the connection is made, is the pump obsolete which we have right now?

Supervisor Meyers:  Once the connection is made is it what?

Al D’Andreta:  Is the pump obsolete?

Supervisor Meyers:  Obsolete?

Vienna D’Andreta:  In the pump house?

Supervisor Meyers:  I would think the connection is just an a loop.  I will tell you this, the entire project is being done to increase water pressure in Windsor Crest that was always the number one issue.  The side issue was that we will have better fire fighting ability over there but if you go down there what fires would you be fighting right now?  There is nothing on those lots but certainly will increase the fire fighting ability.  Right now, and from the beginning, the only issue was to increase water pressure in Windsor Crest.  I have been committed to that a couple of years ago and we did everything that we could do even to the point when we started digging and this guy didn’t have the things he was supposed to.  The attorney did a lot of work and we didn’t want to put the cost on the backs of the people who own property there now, so we put it on to the four or five lots that are going to be benefited by this and that’s how it’s going to be paid.  The $45,000.00 would be divided by number of lots and if someone bought that lot instead of paying $100,000.00 they would pay $112,000.00 I thought that was a pretty good idea on Phil’s part, that no one else would be paying for this.  They were benefiting by getting the four or five new lots built so let them pay for it.  Everything was good and then the guy started off with this letter the other day.  I think in a way it may be good because of some of the things we will talk about later in the public hearing we should discuss and then we will give you this fellows name.

Vienna D’Andreta:  George, can you give me a copy of the letter?

Supervisor Meyers:  Absolutely; I will write myself a note and mail it to you tomorrow.  He was a little reluctant to say he was the attorney and I said let me hang up and you need to talk to our attorney and he kind of got around  to the fact that he was the attorney.  I had a feeling he was a new player because I didn’t recognize his name.

Vienna D’Andreta:  Thank you, George.

Al D’Andreta:  Is the connection going to be as wide a site plan, is the connection going to be between both buildings?
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Supervisor Meyers:  Al, I will say this that is a technical question for Mark Edsall and I would prefer if he answer it.  He has looked at this job first for McGoey, Hauser and Edsall and they designed it and he knows what the problem is; the problem is the water pressure.  If we put this line in and the water pressure is no better, than Mr. Edsall has a lot of explaining to this Town Board and we haven’t gotten in those issues because they are very good.

Hearing no others wishing to speak, Supervisor Meyers entertained a motion to close the Public Hearing regarding the Proposed Union Avenue/Route 32 Emergency Interconnection and Water main Extension.

Motion by Councilman Green, seconded by Councilwoman Townsend that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor close the Public Hearing regarding the Proposed Union Avenue/Route 32 Emergency Interconnection and Water main Extension – NWCWD at 7:39 P.M.

RESOLUTION-WINDSOR CREST CONDOMINIUM-NWCWD UNION AVENUE/ROUTE 32 EMERGENCY INTERCONNECTION AND WATERMAIN EXTENSION

Motion by Councilwoman Mullarkey, seconded by Councilman Finnegan that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor having held a public hearing on the matter this date pursuant to NYS Town Law Section 199, order the undertaking of the emergency improvements known as UNION AVENUE/ROUTE 32 EMERGENCY INTERCONNECTION AND WATERMAIN EXTENSION IN THE NEW WINDSOR CONSOLIDATED WATER DISTRICT in the maximum amount to be expended of $45,226.36, said amount being a change order in the amount of $36,226.36, plus $10,000.00 for possible condemnation and legal costs; and

FURTHER that the Town Board allocate the cost of the emergency improvement among  the following five units in equal shares:




Unit 71 (88-1-3.-5)




Unit 72 (88-1-3.-6)




Unit 73 (88-1-3.-7)




Unit 74 (88-1-3.-8)




Unit 75 (88-1-3.-9); and

FURTHER that the Town Board authorize necessary condemnation proceedings to obtain any required easements under the NYS Eminent Domain Law; and

FURTHER any action under this Town Board Resolution shall be stayed until November 30, 1999, in order to give the developer, New Hilltop Development Corp., an opportunity to complete the necessary emergency improvement on its own, as requested 

by a letter from its attorney, Ronald S. Kossar, Esq., to the Town Supervisor dated October 4, 1999.
