# 16  On Agenda:   Public Forum

Supervisor Meyers: "That closes that portion of the meeting and before I move onto the next portion, does the Receiver of Taxes want to present anything to anybody or have we done that already?  Okay, then Sue (Weyant) has something?"

Sue Weyant:  "This is for Councilwoman Townsend.  This is your last meeting with us, last official meeting with us and these are on behalf of the Town Board and George."

Pauline Townsend:  "Thank you very much, it has been a pleasure really.  The past five years has been very interesting.  Completely different from Town Clerk."

Supervisor Meyers:  "I would like to say that we are going to miss you, you did a very good job.  I'm sorry you left but we are getting a new Board member and we'll swear her in January.  Alice Biasotti is here with us tonight and  we look forward to Alice stepping up to the plate.  She has big shoes to fill but I think she'll be okay."

"We will now move on to the public forum and before I open it up to the public, I ask any of the Board members if they have anything they would like to say?  Anybody in the public like to say anything?"

"Okay, just stand up and state your name and address."

Des Donegan, 93 Riley Road, New Windsor:  "Yesterday my wife and I had a meeting with representatives of Mid Hudson Park Management Corporation.  They are managing agents for Mark Bettini, owner of Windsor Heights Mobile Home Park where we reside.  At the top of that agenda was the issue of installing water meters at each home.  We questioned if we would be connected to Town water and were told that plans had been submitted and approved but they are waiting for a letter and the Town plans for water connection.  Is there a time frame when we can expect this to be completed and we would like to see the installation of the water meters to coincide with the connection to Town water so we won't be paying for well water."

"The second item is Riley Road has turned into a speedway, cars are exceeding the limit and it needs police patrol.  That's it."

Supervisor Meyers:  "Okay, thank you.  Henry, on that water line, has that reached that park?… Okay, two things, the water line is on Riley Road and if it goes by the Park they are permitted to tie into it.  All they need to do is call us and if he is saying he is calling people and they are not returning the calls, if he calls my office tomorrow morning,  I'll have someone meet with him and explain to him the procedure.  He has to hire a contractor to dig up the road, hook into the line, and then the water comes to the Park.  I believe our policy is that we have just one meter to the Mobile Home Park itself and then once we have reached that property, the internal process is up to the owner to run the pipes within the Park and to put the meters into each individual trailer or if that would be a subdivision home or a private property, that would be their problem.  So if it is not public property, that's the policy.  If someone owns an apartment house, a multi-dwelling, we only want to deal with the owner and however he or she decides to charge the tenants for the water, that's up to them.  So you should ask the owner if he's having a problem with the Town to call me, but the first thing he has to do is get a contractor and hire him to tap into the pipe, the water's there, it goes past the Park, so he needs to do that.  If he has an issue, he can call my office and I will call him back that day."

"The second issue about Riley Road is not a new issue to us.  We are in the middle of a five year plan to pave every road within the Town of New Windsor.  When we do pave the roads we have a history of getting phone calls from residents that people are speeding on the new roads so we do monitor traffic there.  I'll speak to the Chief of Police tonight, he's in the building, he's just tied up with something.  We will begin to do some traffic enforcement out there, we have what we call a SMART machine that the Town Board purchased a few years ago.  It's a piece of equipment that when you drive by, it lights up and tells you how fast you are going and what the speed limit is.  It has an on-board computer and that tells us how many cars went by, what hour they went by, what the average speed is, what the high speed is and if it indicates that we should do more enforcing, we will do that.  So I'll speak to the Police Chief and I'm sure that you'll see that out there this weekend.  We will work some radar out there and see if it is productive or not.  I know that Riley Road is sometimes used as a cut through street for people, I am aware of that, but there was a hue and cry here when I got here that these roads hadn't been paved in so many years and when we pave them, this is the next issue that always pops up, it's not a new issue for us."

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor Meyers entertained a motion to close the Public Forum portion of the meeting.

Motion by Councilwoman Townsend, seconded by Councilwoman Mullarkey that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor close the Public Forum portion of the meeting.
