Public Forum
Supervisor Green said he was turning over the next portion of the meeting to Deputy Supervisor Mullarkey and the Receiver of Taxes.  Councilwoman Mullarkey said that tonight the 250th Anniversary Committee is starting the Town’s year long celebration. 
She said that New Windsor became a colony before there was an official United States, and the Town of New Windsor officially came into being on April 5, 1763.  
Greg Gaetano read the declaration of the New York Provincial Assembly that divided the Highland Precinct in Ulster County into the two separate precincts of New Windsor and Newburgh.   
Town Historian read the minutes of the very first meeting held by the newly formed Town of New Windsor held the first Tuesday in April, 1763.
Members of New Windsor Girl Scout Troop 100 presented a new official town flag to Town Supervisor Green.  Councilwoman Mullarkey then asked that a representative from Vails Gate Fire Department, Quassaick Fire Department, New Windsor Volunteer Ambulance Corps, the Commander of the New Windsor American Legion, Post 1796 and the New Windsor Police Department come up and also each be presented with an official town flag by Girl Scout Troop 100.  
Councilwoman Mullarkey then introduced the members of the 250th Anniversary Committee which include her co-chair, Town Historian Glen Marshall, Greg Gaetano, Councilwoman Alice Biasotti, Receiver of Taxes Sue Scheible, Greg Biasotti, Veronica McMillan, Commander of American Legion Jack Powell, Ambulance Corps President Dawn Marshall, New Windsor Fire Department Past Chief Tom Shoemaker, Ashley Shoemaker, Catholic War Veterans Joe Farina and Jim Peluso, Rich Romano and Recreation Director Matt Veronesi.  
Glenn Marshall acknowledged two people, Mary and Terry Frawley from E-Diner, who were very helpful in creating the new flag and the calendar.

Councilwoman Mullarkey said that concludes the program for this evening and hopes everyone is able to attend the many activities that the committee has planned throughout the year.

Supervisor Green thanked the committee and the girl scouts for participating in tonight’s event.  He then introduced new Assemblyman James Skoufis.  Assemblyman Skoufis congratulated Councilwoman Mullarkey for all her hard work and said that he had some good news from Albany in that there was going to be over a 27% increase in CHIPS funding for New Windsor.  He reminded everyone that he has a constituent hour every month before the Town Board meeting for anyone wanting to discuss anything with him or a member of his staff.  
Supervisor Green then asked if anyone had any questions relating to this evening’s meeting.

Jean Antonelli asked where Ridge Rise was located and Supervisor Green said it is on Route 32 by U-Haul.

Leo Braun said we still need to go the county for funding for Forge Hill Bridge repairs.
Kathy Braun said the gutters on the side of the road by Clarkview Drive are really bad and the Supervisor said that since Union Avenue is a county road, there was nothing the Town could do about them.

Bob Kopman asked if a date has been set for the Moodna Creek mitigation and the Supervisor said that the final engineering report has not even been approved yet.

Jean Antonelli asked if Union Avenue couldn’t be shut down when it snowed to keep people off of it and Supervisor Green said the town has no authority to close down either a county or state road. 
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
