(b) The proposed deck will replace existing concrete 
steps which are worn and unsafe and which are needed for access 
to the back of the house for the safety of the occupants of the 
house. 

(c) The request is for a 6 ft. variance out of a 40 ft. 
rear yard requirement, or a 15% request. 

(d) There are similar decks in the neighborhood to the 
one proposed. 

(e) No groundwater or drainage will be affected by this 
deck. 

(f) The property deck is the minimum size to permit 
safe walking use. 

(g) Any deck constructed on the house would need some 
variances to be permitted. 
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WHEREAS, the Zoning Board of Appeals of the Town of New 
Windsor makes the following conclusions of law in this matter: 

1. The requested variance will not produce an undesirable 
change in the character of the neighborhood or create a detriment 
to nearby properties.
