Salute to Flag

Mr. Charlie Alonge recognized two Gold Star mothers in the audience who show up at every street sign dedication that Rolling Thunder has done so far. Mr. Alonge said that Rolling Thunder is a POW MIA organization which takes care of veterans whether they need a roof on their house, oil in their tank or help paying their rent.  He said the first street sign is in honor of Nicholas Brooks who has been dead for fifty four years and it reads “LCDR Nicholas Brooks Memorial Court”. Both street signs are going to be located at Temple Hill Apartments and there will be a ceremony when they are hung. Motion – Adopt Resolution Requesting Prohibition Of Closure 


Of Newburgh-Mid-Hudson Processing And Distribution Center
Motion by Councilwoman Mullarkey, seconded by Councilwoman Biasotti, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor request congressional intervention to stop the proposal to close or consolidate the Mid-Hudson P & DC which would stop the delay of mail and the elimination of overnight delivery of first-class mail, originally set for January 5, 2015 in accordance with the Resolution attached hereto.

Resolution – Request U.S. Congress Prohibit The U.S. Postal Service From Closing (Or “Consolidating”) Mail Processing Center – Newburgh-Mid-Hudson P & DC
WHEREAS, the United States Postal Service plans to close (or “consolidate”) the Mid-Hudson P & DC mail Processing and Distribution Center; and

WHEREAS, the delay of mail would negatively affect residents and local businesses, and would harm our community; and

WHEREAS, the closure would result in a degradation of “service standards” which would result in the virtual elimination of overnight mail delivery throughout the country; and

WHEREAS, the closure is not in the best interest of the public; and

WHEREAS, Federal law stipulates that, “The Postal Service shall have as its basic function the obligation to provide postal services to bind the Nation together through personal, educational, literary, and business correspondence of the people.  It shall provide prompt, reliable and efficient services to patrons in all areas and shall render postal services to all communities” [39 U.S. Code Section 101(a)];

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor:

1) Does hereby request congressional intervention to stop the proposal to close or consolidate the Mid-Hudson P & DC (Processing & Distribution Center).

2) Does hereby further request Congressional intervention to stop the delay of mail and the elimination of overnight delivery of first-class mail, which was set for January 5, 2015.
3) Direct that this Resolution be forwarded to our U.S. Senators and Representative as well as the Postmaster General.
