Supervisor Green opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if anyone had any comments or questions. 
Leo Braun asked about the Jackson Avenue Reconstruction Project and Supervisor Green said it was a federally earmarked project which was started back in 2005.  Mr. Braun asked if it was possible to have the speed limit lowered to 30 mph during the course of the reconstruction and Supervisor Green said the permission of the NYS DOT was required to change the speed limit.  Mr. Braun said it was already posted at 30 mph on the Cornwall side.   The Supervisor said that is a common problem with the roads in the Town of New Windsor.  A road could be posted at 30 mph in Cornwall or Hamptonburgh, but as soon as the road passes the New Windsor Town line, the speed limit jumps up.  He said he has no idea why the DOT allows this and he has been arguing with the DOT for years about lowering our speed limits.
Steve Bedetti, on behalf of the CSEA and the PBA, thanked the Supervisor and Town Board for all their work on the collective bargaining agreements.
Kelly Allegra asked for details on the two bonds closings.  Supervisor Green said they are for various projects, the $1.2 million bond is for the Kroll Well and the $1.9 million bond is for the Moodna Well. Comptroller Finnegan said they are renewing bonds which were originally issued in 2014 and were one year bonds. 

Kelly Allegra said that at the November meeting the Comptroller discussed the budget, she said prior to that and to the election, she received mailings which said there would be 0% increase, and she said the Comptroller’s presentation conflicted with that and there was a  newspaper article which said the increase would be 1.87%.  She asked if the Supervisor had a comment,  Supervisor Green said that overall the increase was 1.87%, the General Fund was less than 0%.  Mrs. Allegra said that there were ads such as these in the newspaper and Supervisor Green said he was not getting into a political debate with her.  

Kathy Braun asked if it was possible for next year to reconsider appointing The Sentinel as the Town’s official newspaper.  Supervisor Green said that as long as a newspaper published within a municipality, it has to be named as the official newspaper.

Barney Bedetti asked if the official reports which are filed each month are available online or available for the public to see.  Supervisor Green said all the reports are filed in the Town Clerk’s office and anyone can see them.  Mr. Bedetti asked if liaison officers filed  reports and was told no, they did not file reports.  Mr. Bedetti wanted to know if some of the details for the search for new water sources is part of these reports. He wanted to know where that information would be available.  Supervisor Green said there were no reports filed as such but anyone can come in to speak to him about it. 

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
