Michael Cook, a Boy Scout with Troop 125, asked if there were any issues affecting the town that he could help with.  His mother asked about the sewer line video equipment.  Supervisor Green said we are buying camera equipment to inspect sewer lines in compliance with the Department of Environmental Conservation.  
Leo Braun referred to an article in the newspaper about Taylor Biomass and said the article said that the Town was still looking at the wording of the contract.   Supervisor Green said they looked at the contract but Taylor refused to change any of the  wording in the contract so the Town would not be signing at this point.  He said he feels it is in the best interest of the Town that we stay with the county.

Kathy Braun asked if it was true that the New Windsor Post Office would be closing and if there was anything that could be done about it.  Supervisor Green said they are starting a letter writing campaign to our federal representatives and the feelings of the Town over the proposed closure would be made known.

Chris Baxter asked if because of financial restraints there had been any employee layoffs.  Supervisor Green said that at the last budget, there were some layoffs and we lost some police officers through attrition.  Mr. Baxter then said that at one of the last meetings the purchase of a new garbage truck and several police vehicles approved.  Supervisor Green said that the garbage truck will be bonded over a period of time and we are using a lease purchase for the police cars.  He said that the police department has not had any new vehicles for the past three years and the highway department really needs two new trucks, but settled for one.

A resident who lives in Salisbury Mills said that her property is receiving a lot of water which is running down from the hill behind her house right into her foundation and who should she call for help with that problem.  Supervisor Green referred her to Highway Superintendent Fayo who told her to call his office in the morning with her name and address.

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
