Supervisor Green opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if any of the Board had any comments. 
Kirk Williams asked what item #61 on the agenda referred to and the Supervisor said that it was for the lease of some space at the Stewart gym for a boot camp.  He also asked about an ice warning sign which was posted on Riley Road and Highway Superintendent Fayo said the condition has been corrected.
Leo Braun said that there was an article in the paper about ninety million dollars to be given to the state for cleanup of Hurricane Irene and wanted to know if the town was going to receive any of that money.  The Supervisor said that he has heard nothing about it and that money will probably be going to the state to cover some of their expenses incurred because of Hurricane Irene and it is up to them to disburse it, but he would check on it.  
Barney Bedetti asked if item #5 on the agenda referred to the project on the river and the Supervisor said that yes it did refer to the water project because the bonding has to be gotten into place so there would be money available to pay for the infrastructure.

A resident from Butterhill asked for the latest update on the reconstruction of  the land there. 
The Supervisor:  There really is no latest update, I got the profiles yesterday, as a matter of fact, I even brought them with me, I just got the profiles from the engineer, you know that’s the start of the process.  
The resident:  There is a process? 
Supervisor Green:  Oh yes, there’s a work order.  
The resident:  It’s a long thing.  
Supervisor Green:  It’s a long…, we still haven’t seen from FEMA dime one for the sewer plant and that is …  
The resident:  Last I heard FEMA wasn’t involved in it.  
Supervisor Green:  In what? 
The resident:  In the financing of it, it’s going to be the state.  
Supervisor Green:  That’s a FEMA project, it’s got to go through SEMO.  The SEMO office has to do with the cleanup of the stream, the work order is a FEMA work order, what we call WPs, work projects, is a FEMA work project. This is just the start of it, the profiles.  We had to have our engineers go out and actually do the profiles as part of that work order and profiles are pretty expensive.  So where we are with FEMA, is there progress?  We are moving along, with that particular project, it’s going to be time consuming. I wish I could tell you there is an easy answer but there’s not.  
The resident:   They are doing progress in other parts of the country, why is there not being…  
Supervisor Green:  You would have to address that to FEMA. I am as impatient about it as you are.  
The resident:  That is what we need you people to do.  
Supervisor Green:   We address that everyday, I met for three hours with them yesterday just on the sewer plant alone.  
The resident:   This needs to be done, has to be done.  
Supervisor Green:  We can’t get them to move any faster than they will move.  They have rules and they have regulations, the local people have people that they have to go back to, they have engineers that they have to go back to – this is a big project – the reconstruction of Butternut Drive and the bank by the Kopmans , it’s a big, huge project.
Mrs. Kopman: Speaking of the bank, there is about a ten foot section that’s about ready to go, the next rain is going to take it and I understand your frustration because we’re frustrated about the time element but just to let FEMA know that time is of the essence, the longer they wait the less there is going to be to work with.  
Supervisor Green:  I have been dealing with governments for forty four years.  I have never seen the federal government consider time being of the essence.  
Mrs. Kopman:  The thing of it is there is not much to work, the depth is… 
Supervisor Green:  I was down there the other day and have seen it, with the leaves being off the trees, I came in the other way. I am going to be very truthful, I am not going to walk out on it.  I carry a camera in my car and I carry binoculars in my car.  
Mrs. Kopman:  If you look at it closer up, you will see that the roof line is starting to torque.  Now here’s the problem, FEMA takes a long time, but once it hits the creek, it will be an environmental issue the likes of which this county has never seen.  Now this is what I mean about time is of the essence, I know we have to go through the engineering, but we are talking about Mother Nature here and you know if we get some heavy snows on that bank, it’s going to be gone.  You as Supervisor and me as homeowner are left holding the bag here.  I think some twenty or twenty five years ago some unscrupulous people made a quick buck and took off.  
Supervisor Green:  I can’t answer to what boards did then.  
Mrs. Kopman:  The point being is we are left holding the bag but rather than looking back, I like to look forward and solve the problem, but the longer this takes, the nightmare doesn’t stop it’s not static, its just continuous, and if there is any  way…
One resident:  The danger should be a priority.  
Supervisor Green:  All I can tell them is it’s dangerous and it should be a priority.

A resident:  Can’t you get Chuck Schumer on it?  He’s on TV all the time.
Supervisor Green:  How many times can I call his office and tell him it’s a priority?  We get regular correspondence from Nan Hayworth and I will call her office again.

Mr. Robledo:  I just want to know something, I see that a few months ago they had a project down by the shack where you had your lawnmowers, I see that they spent a lot of money with all these engineers and contractors building some sort of dam there.  Whatever they did, I see when it started raining it just seemed like whatever they did didn’t work and more water started building up.  Then they went back and put it back up the same way it was.  Wasn’t that a waste of money?  
Supervisor Green:  That was the water line that was ripped out during Hurricane Irene that fed everything on the other side of the creek.  That waterline was torn out from underneath the creek and we had to put it back in. That’s why there was a temporary dam across the creek so we could get the excavator on the other side.
Mr. Kopman:  I live across the street from the condemned house at 345 Butternut which I happen to own with my wife.  I have owned the building for twenty  years and used to live there, this has revolved into a retirement program for Ja and myself and of course that program has been wiped out.  Now, every time it rains, a little bit more of the bank goes and it gets closer and closer to the house.  The Chinese call it ‘death by a thousand cuts’ and I am waiting for this thing to topple over the edge, I can’t say when or what.  Personally I am really fed up with the situation and I’d like to see the darn thing go over the edge, call the papers in and let them take more pictures and maybe somebody might get some incentive to do something at that time, right now it’s out of sight, out of mind.  Nobody wants to do a darn thing.  
Supervisor Green:  It’s not out of our sight and out of our mind, Bob.  
Mr. Kopman:  I just want to make it public here at the meeting.  
Supervisor Green:   I will get this part of the meeting verbatim and I will send it out to both Chuck and Nan, you know I wish they could sit here.  That’s the problem with government, the people in control of public funds are the furthest away from the people, they don’t have to sit here and address your frustration face to face.  I will most certainly, including this comment, send it off to both of them.  
A resident:  They have to come here and see, they literally have to come here, they have done stuff like that.  They come to sites to see the devastation.  
Supervisor Green:  Nan Hayworth has been here several times.  
A resident:  No, I mean Chuck Schumer needs to come here and see.  
Supervisor Green:  Chuck was here but he didn’t come, he was out in the black dirt, he didn’t come over here.  
Mr. Kopman:  You mention Nan and Chuck and personally I would like to give them the $25 tour of the grand canyon, I will walk them to the edge and make sure they stand behind me so if they are afraid of falling, I’ll be the one to go first.  But when they come, they come in a caravan with a lot of picture taking and they don’t really look at anything except a couple of maps as to what has happened and after the photo shoot is over, they’re gone and that’s the end of it.  It’s all a publicity shot, a publicity stunt.  Quite honestly, we have needs. I think there are laws and rules and regulations about helping us when we get flooded out and our property gets destroyed and I don’t see anything happening. It’s all a big bluster and a photo shoot – that’s all this is about.
A resident:  The Town looks bad.

Mr. Kopman said Then they go away and it dies down and that’s it.  
Supervisor Green:  I think you know my propensity for publicity.  We have a couple members from the press here.  I couldn’t care less, I want to get the job done but your remarks are well taken and I don’t necessarily disagree with you and I will most certainly send this off to them.
A resident:  Has anyone discussed in detail what will be the ramifications if the house does go over the edge, I mean who is, where does the burden reside in terms of not only the environmental aspect,  but I know, part of it is Town of New Windsor land, part of it is possibly county.  Let’s say it does go over the edge, who is assuming the burden for the cleanup of the wreckage?

Supervisor Green:  I am going to have to say I am going to pass it off to FEMA for the costs. If it goes over the edge, it’s going down stream, it’s going to end up in our sewer plant.  The resident: But at that point, that exacerbates the problem because now the house is missing and more background is ruined, when do we get to the point where we say that…  Supervisor Green: My question exactly to FEMA.  We need an answer
A resident:  When is the town going to step up and do something?  
Supervisor Green:  What would you have us step up and do? 
A resident:  How much is it going to cost to take care of the problem?
Supervisor Green:  It’s going to cost millions. 

A resident:  How many?  

Supervisor Green:   How do I know? 

A resident:  First you said two then you said four.  

Supervisor Green:  We are waiting for engineering reports. 

A resident:  We pay taxes, there a lot of…you don’t have money for it, you have nothing, zero?  
Supervisor Green:  No, we don’t have money for this, do you think we have four million dollars or two million dollars just sitting around to build a wall?

A resident:  Our taxes are sure high.
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
