#10 On Agenda - Motion-Adoption of Resolution to Maintain Highway

 Lighting- International Boulevard

Motion by Councilwoman Townsend, seconded by Councilman Finnegan that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor agreeing to maintain, repair and energize a Highway Lighting System on or along the proposed State Highway for access to Stewart International Airport within the geographical jurisdiction of the Town of New Windsor, such highway identified as International Boulevard, PIN 8062.05, County of Orange.  

WHEREAS, the State of New York Department of Transportation and New York State Thruway Authority proposes to reconstruct International Boulevard identified as a State Highway under PIN 8062.05, County of Orange, within the geographical jurisdiction of the Town of New Windsor and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor approves of such project and desires to have a highway lighting system on such highway within its geographical jurisdiction, and

WHEREAS, the State of New York has agreed to provide as a part of the project the following items in connection with a street lighting system:

1. Underground duct system, including conduits, pull boxes, hand holes and 

drainage pockets.

2. Ducts, pull boxes and anchor bolts on structures.

3. Foundation for light standards.

4. Light standards and bracket arms.

5. Luminaries, wiring switches and ballasts and all other components necessary to

complete the lighting system,

provide that the Town of New Windsor agrees to maintain, repair and energize such highway lighting system for a period of 10 years or until such lighting and/or the maintenance of such lighting system is no longer necessary for such State Highway.
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NOW, THEREFORE, the Town Board duly convened, does hereby

RESOLVE, the Town of New Windsor approves of the above subject project, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the Town of New Windsor shall maintain, repair and energize such highway lighting system, and it is hereby further

RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor hereby authorizes the Supervisor of the Town of New Windsor to enter into and execute an Agreement with the State of New York and through the Commissioner of Transportation to commit the Town of New Windsor to maintain at its own expense, the lighting system on the above-identified project, such agreement to provide that the maintenance shall include the repair and replacement of equipment and the furnishing of electric current for the lighting system, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clerk of this Town Board is hereby directed to transmit five (5) certified copies of the foregoing resolution to the State Department of Transportation.

WHEREAS, The independence guaranteed to American Citizens, whether by birth or naturalization, should be celebrated by appropriate ceremonies and activities during Constitution Week, September 17-23, 2000, as designed by proclamation of the President of the United States of America in accordance with Public Law 915; and

WHEREAS, The Quassaick Chapter, National Society Daughters of the American Revolution, has been recognized at the National Conference for their encouragement of Constitution Week observances; and

NOW, THEREFORE I, GEORGE J.
