Motion by Councilwoman Mullarkey, seconded by Councilman Finnegan that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, in connection with Capital Project Identification No. 8062.05, for the Construction of Stewart Airport Access Connection, Orange County, the Town of New Windsor and by Resolution adopted June 7, 2000, requested and authorized the State Department of Transportation to proceed with the necessary arrangements to incorporate a proposed increase in the water main size to sixteen (16) inches in the contract for the construction of International Boulevard, with the cost of the water main size differential and necessary work in connection therewith to be borne by the Town of New Windsor; and 

WHEREAS, the Town Board desires that the water main increase in size, the Town share of which based on the “additional cost” method is estimated by the Town Engineer to cost $62,500.00, be constructed at the sole expense of the Town of New Windsor, in connection with the above mentioned State contract, as set forth in the plans for said project.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED, that pursuant to subdivision 27 of Section 10 of the Highway Law, the sum of $62,500.00 is hereby appropriated to cover the cost of the water main increase in size to sixteen (16) inches, and the Town Comptroller is hereby authorized and direct to deposit such sum with the State Comptroller within 30 days of approval and filing of a Utility Work Agreement with the State Comptroller; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be filed with the State Comptroller and with the State Commissioner of Transportation; it being understood that upon completion of the water main in the Town of New Windsor, the Commissioner of Transportation of the State of New York shall transmit to this Town Board a statement  showing the actual costs and expenses of such work and shall notify the Town Comptroller of the amount due from or to be returned to the Town, as the case may be, and that any sum due the State of New York shall be paid by the Town of New Windsor within ninety (90) days after the date of transmittal of the statement, and the funds therefore shall be raised according to the statutes in such cases made and provided; and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town of New Windsor will maintain the water main after construction thereof as set forth above and will made ample provision each year for such maintenance, and 

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk of the Town of New Windsor is hereby directed to transmit five (5) certified copies of the foregoing resolution to the State Department of Transportation.

Motion by Councilwoman Townsend, seconded by Councilman Finnegan that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor Consolidated Water District requires a secondary water source as a back-up to the NYS Catskill Aqueduct which is the primary water source, as required by the Orange County Department of Health; and

WHEREAS, Brown’s Pond reservoir is located entirely within the Town of New Windsor, and is owned by the City of Newburgh; and

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor Consolidated Water District has from time-to-time withdrawn water from Brown’s Pond reservoir on an emergency basis using a temporary hookup, pump, and generator and has paid the prevailing rate to the City; and

WHEREAS, the Engineer for the Town of New Windsor and Town’s water officials have determined that a permanent Interconnect at Brown’s Pond is necessary to facilitate emergency supplying of water and have prepared plans; and

WHEREAS, the plans have been approved by the NYS Department of Health and Orange County Department of Health on June 22, 1998; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor finds that a potential water emergency exists, which can best be alleviated by the completion of a permanent Interconnect known as the Brown’s Pond Emergency Water Line Project a/k/a Brown’s Pond Interconnect.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor receive and file under NYS General Municipal Law Section 120-u(5) the NYS Department of Health (Orange County Office) “Approval of Plans for Public Water Supply Improvement” dated June 22, 1998, which approves a pump station and transmission line to provide emergency temporary raw water source (Brown’s Pond) at times when the Catskill Aqueduct is off-line; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Supervisor is authorized to proceed to final design of the Brown’s Pond Interconnect and commence construction by Town forces or contractor, according to law; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all costs of the Interconnect project be charged to the New Windsor Consolidated Water District; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the New Windsor Consolidated Water District agrees to pay for raw water as used from time to time for emergency purposes;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy of this resolution be forwarded to the City of Newburgh and Orange County Department of Health; and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution supercedes previous Town Board resolutions dated March 5, 1997 and August 2, 2000.

                              Columbia LLC & College of Aeronautics at SWF

Motion by Councilman Finnegan, seconded by Councilwoman Mullarkey that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor adopt the following Resolution:

WHEREAS, the Town of New Windsor, as Lessor, and First Columbia LLC, as Lessee, have entered into a 99-year lease dated November 23, 1999 for approximately 260 acres of land known as the former Stewart Army Subpost; and

WHEREAS, the lease provides that Lessee shall pay payments in lieu of real property taxes to the taxing authorities, known as PILOTS; and

WHEREAS, effective upon the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for lease of the building for the College of Aeronautics, the Lessee has requested that the Lessor agree to waive the PILOT requirement for Improvements to the leasehold premises, in order to accommodate a Sublease with the College of Aeronautics, which is a tax exempt corporation under NYS Real Property Tax Law by reason of its status as an aviation activity and also an educational institution (See Op. State Comptroller 306); and

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor understands and agrees that the College of Aeronautics will be a beneficial sublessee for the leasehold and the entire Town of New Windsor and is agreeable that the College of Aeronautics locate at the First Columbia leasehold lands, provided:  the Sublease does not cover more that 50 acres; the parties agree to pay an Annual Fee for Community Services; and the parties execute a Sublease Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor authorize the Town Supervisor to enter into Sublease #1 to the 99-year Lease between the Town of New Windsor and First Columbia LLC dated November 23, 1999, which Sublease shall set forth the terms and define the 50 acres more or less to be subleased to the College of Aeronautics; provide that the Sublease shall be effective following receipt of all necessary governmental approvals; provide that effective upon the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for lease of each building for the College of Aeronautics, the PILOT payment requirement shall be waived for the subject Improvements and that an Annual Fee for Community Services shall be substituted for so long as the College of Aeronautics or its successor or assigns shall 
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Sublease the premises for aviation purposes; and provide that the lands may be transferred to the Town of New Windsor Industrial Development Agency or any other IDA at the option of the Lessor on the same terms and conditions as set forth in Sublease #1.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Annual Fee for Community Services Agreement, as consented to by the Town Assessor, shall be as follows:


Annual Fee for Community Services = Size of Improved


Building x $2.00 per square foot x 17.8% (the “Base Payment’).


The Annual Fee for Community Services shall be adjusted on an


annual basis based on the percentage increased in the Town tax


rate over the 2000 year Town tax rate.  The Annual Fee for 


Community Services shall be due and payable to the Town on


January 1 of each year of the Sublease.  Town Special District


charges shall be paid in full based upon the Standard billing


procedures for each District.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Payment in Lieu of Taxes Agreement in favor of First Columbia shall be applicable to the fifty (50) acres of land; and First Columbia shall continue to make payments under the existing First Columbia PILOT Agreement until such time as there has been issued a permanent Certificate of Occupancy by the Town for each Improved building to be occupied by the College of Aeronautics.

WHEREAS, past history has shown that Halloween celebration has gone beyond that of ordinary merriment and acceptable pranks, and Town Police Officers have received complaints of violence and vandalism and,

WHEREAS, Town Police Officers have been informed of threats of such acts through this period and have been informed of the concerns of citizens residing in areas historically prone to such acts and,

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor place into effect a curfew beginning 6:00 P.M. Monday, October 30, 2000 and ending 6:00 A.M. Wednesday, November 1, 2000 and be it,

ORDERED, that such curfew shall apply to all minors (persons under the age of 18), except those traveling to or from bona fide employment, school activity or medical emergency; those in the company of a parent, guardian or person in locus parentis; and be it,

ORDERED, that the following acts are prohibited:

1. That between the hours of 9:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M. the following morning all 

such minors shall refrain from congregating on public streets, public or private property without the permission of the owner or person in control of such property.
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2. From trespassing upon property of the Town of New Windsor between the hours 

of 6:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M. the following morning unless participating in an organized event of the Town of New Windsor

3. Being in possession on any street or public place of shaving cream, eggs, soap, 

rocks, spray paint, flammable or noxious chemicals, weapons of any kind, or other item that could reasonably be used to cause vandalism or bodily injury, at any time during the curfew period, and be it;

ORDERED, that any person knowingly violating these orders may be arrested and treated pursuant to the applicable status of the Laws of the State of New York.

Nothing herein shall be construed as to prohibit the normal and lawful travel of any person upon the streets and highways within the Town of New Windsor.
