Public Forum
 

Supervisor Green opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if any of the Board had any comments.  Councilwoman Mullarkey said that the New Windsor Community Day Committee had a presentation to make.  The Committee presented Supervisor Green with a check in the amount of $10,000 which was the profit made from 2012 Community Day.  The Supervisor thanked them and said this money would go towards paying for the summer concerts.  Councilwoman Mullarkey reminded everyone that Community Day will be held on August 24th this year and said they look forward to seeing everyone there.  Supervisor Green said that the Town has received another $10,000 donation from Global Oil Corporation, and those funds will help to cover the cost of a new state of the art LED sign which will be placed at the intersection of Route 300 and Route 207, the total cost of which is about $19,000.   
Bob Kopman asked how much the bid for the 345 Butternut Drive demolition came in at and the Supervisor said the bid was awarded for the amount of $21,462.00.  Mr. Kopman asked if more than that was received from the State and if there was anything new on the slope mitigation.  Supervisor Green said the FEMA grant was more than that amount and as for the slope mitigation, it was still in the engineer’s hands.  Mr. Kopman asked when the demolition would be done and Supervisor Green said that as soon as he is sure the Kopmans’ will be reimbursed, demolition can start.  He said FEMA has indicated that they will accept a post-demolition appraisal and our assessor will be doing that appraisal.
Leo Braun asked if there was any dates set for the aqueduct shutdown and Supervisor Green said no definite date has been set for the long term Delaware shutdown although they have mentioned 2017.  He wanted to know if Plum Point would be ready by 2017 and Supervisor Green said he hoped so.

Dustin Hausner, the Community Relations Director for Assemblyman James Skoufis introduced himself and said the Assemblyman hopes to have constituent meetings at least once a month in New Windsor.

Richard Ostner asked about the speed limit on Route 9W and said that the streetlights on the bridge have been out for two years.  Supervisor Green said that the lights will probably not be repaired until the road rehabilitation on the bridge is completed.

Tony D’Angelo thanked the Highway Superintendent for the great job his department is doing in keeping the roads cleared of snow.
Barney Bedetti asked about the status of the St. Anne’s Well.  Supervisor Green said that a pump test has been done and there is an issue with hardness, he said a softener will be going online to help with that problem.

Mrs. Minotolo said that a new survey had been done of the property where their hot dog truck is located and did the Town need a copy of it to go with their solicitor’s permit.  The Supervisor said that the Town did not need a copy of the survey.

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
