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REGULAR ITEMS: 

WASHINGTONVILLE SOCCER CLUB SITE PLAN (02-02) 

MR. PETRO: This application proposes modifications to 
the roadway layout on the site, additional parking and 
some related revisions. 

Mr. John Lane of Lane & Tully and Mr. Neil Sullivan 
appeared before the board for this proposal. 

MR. TULLY: Good evening, my name is John Lane from 
Lane & Tully, Engineers. With me is Mr. Neil Sullivan 
representing the Washingtonville Soccer Club. 

MR. PETRO: Washingtonville Soccer Club, anything to do 
with the school system or private? 

MR. SULLIVAN: No, this is a private travel club. 

MR. LANC: It's a non-profit organization. 

MR. SULLIVAN: I'm chief volunteer. 

MR. LANC: We'll try to hold the plan so everybody can 
see. At the present time, there's an existing entrance 
from Shaw Road to the site, site is about 49.9 acres 
and it's located in R-l residential district zone. 
After you enter the site, you have four soccer fields, 
two on the right side, two on the left side, people 
drive in, park here along the drive or park in existing 
gravel parking area in the back here. When they're 
leaving, they're basically leaving using the same 
driveway and going out on Shaw Road. There are two 
existing trailers that store equipment for the soccer 
club. Our office was approached by the soccer club 
last year, they're having problems a little bit of the 
traffic there, there are a lot of people involved in 
soccer and they're looking for another way to enter or 
exit the property. This location was discussed I 
believe with Mark and it was decided that this would be 
a good location for another access point. I looked at 
this location and we were not too happy with the sight 
distances either way, you're losing sight of the cars 
coming from this side because of the rise in the hill 
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and there's a curve in the other direction. So, we 
decided instead of leaving this as an entrance and this 
as an exit, we're going to reverse the flow, we're 
going to use this as an entrance only and We're going 
to build a new drive all the way around the soccer 
field and exit only through this location. The sight 
distances are very good both ways. No additional 
fields are planned, we're proposing only to add this 
drive, we're proposing to replace two trailers here 
with the storage building that would be kind of 
permanent in nature. 

MR. PETRO: Did you say trailers? 

MR. LANC: There are two trailers. 

MR. PETRO: You're going to replace the trailers? 

MR. LANC: Yes, trailers will go out and new building 
will be built there, the building is proposed 1,200 
square feet. We're also proposing a pavilion in this 
location which would be like for some picnics or--

MR. SULLIVAN: Yeah, outdoor cover from sun or rain or 
something and just— 

MR. LANC: If parents come, have kids here, they want 
to sit down, wait someplace, they can do it right here. 
For that purpose, we're providing several parking 
spaces in this location with two handicapped parking 
spaces and because it's handicapped and could be used 
quite often, we're proposing paving this drive from 
this point all the way to here and all the way to the 
pavilion. The rest of it is proposed as a gravel drive 
as it is now 16 feet wide with the parking parallel 
parking along the side. We're proposing improvement of 
this existing gravel parking lot, make it a little bit 
larger then as we continue down, we're proposing to add 
parallel parking in this location and use perpendicular 
parking which is on this side, build two handicapped 
parking spaces by the storage area here, this could be 
used for people who want to go to maybe game here and 
they can park cars here. And then we'll pave this 
existing drive all the way to the entrance.

MR. PETRO: Mr. Tully, give me a site location where is 
this. Where is Shaw Road? 

MR. BABCOCK: Between Bull and Beattie. 

MR. PETRO: But it's far out. 

MR. SULLIVAN: It's towards Rock Tavern. 

MR. ARGENIO: You make a left on Beattie, go about a 
quarter or third of a mile, then make a right on Shaw. 

MR. SULLIVAN: Left. 

MR. ARGENIO: Like a quarter of a mile down. For the 
record, my son plays soccer with the traveling club, 
this will have no affect on my decision. 

MR. PETRO: Second question is you mentioned this is an 
R-l zone, explain this building that you're building in 
an R-l zone, how are we getting around the zoning laws 
to do that? 

MR. LANC: It's allowed, my understanding recreational 
facilities are allowed in a residential zone, that's 
under Section 48-21(a) and these are necessary 
buildings which should be covered, also. 

MR. EDSALL: I believe it's allowed. I went back in 
the records. My comment 1 is a little bit long but 
maybe you can scan through it. The bottom line is I 
was able to locate a stamped approved plan from 1986, 
actually a building approved between fields 1 and 2 
already, it was never built and it would appear that 
really what they're proposing here is almost identical 
to the '86 approval. There was a storage garage and a, 
either a pavilion or a food concession, it wasn't 
clear, but in any case, they're proposing two buildings 
again just changing location. Again, as Jerry 
disclosed, my son plays for the Washingtonville Club as 
well. I probably had a better handle on this site plan 
than 95 percent of the ones I've seen because I'm here 
so often and I experienced all the traffic problems so 
I was able to work with them in recommending some 
things we can do to stop the gridlock. 
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MR. LANDER: Has the plan been in after the '86 
approval? 

MR. EDSALL: It has not, the plan was stamped approved 
September 10, '86, it did come back in '89 for a 
subdivision to break off the right 10 acres as a single 
family residential lot, that's an open application that 
was never approved and one of my comments is we should 
really close that out. 

MR. PETRO: Are you willing to close that out with a 
letter? 

MR. SULLIVAN: Yes, we are, there's a number of reasons 
for it, but the intended use that we had for it is not, 
we can't realize any benefit from it so we're just 
going to close out the application. 

MR. PETRO: That will be a condition of approval for 
this application so it's not a problem to close it out? 

MR. SULLIVAN: No, I don't expect it should be. 

MR. EDSALL: What I was trying to bringing out is the 
approved plan includes two buildings and I'm calling 
this an amendment mainly because it's exactly the same 
uses that were approved and they're just kind of 
shifting things around. 

MR. LANC: We're trying to improve the flow because as 
I'm saying, we're not adding anymore soccer fields 
there, we just found that there are so many people 
interested and flow is, flow of traffic is higher than 
what was expected. 

MR. BRESNAN: Do they always have four games at one 
time or does it vary? 

MR. SULLIVAN: It varies, it's very rare that we'd have 
that many games at one time. 

MR. EDSALL: I've seen three going on at once. 

MR. ARGENIO: I don't think I've ever seen more than 
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two. 

MR. BRESNAN: The more you have, the more traffic 
problems. 

MR. SULLIVAN: We're improving the quality of soccer 
life here. 

MR. EDSALL: Biggest problem that occurs now, Jim, is 
that the existing drive as you go up between the upper 
two fields, northerly fields because of the grades it 
narrows and people are currently parallel parking there 
now which leaves only room for one vehicle now you have 
got people trying to leave from the upper lot, people 
trying to come in from the front, you can't see each 
other, you end up with gridlock because there's 
opposing traffic, people start backing up, it's not 
safe for the kids. 

MR. PETRO: We have a permitted use in the zone, the 
buildings were approved at one point, even though that 
is not permanent because you would have lost the 
approval for not building on them for 15, 16 years but 
it's something to take into consideration. You're 
going to remove the two trailers from the site, junk or 
sold or going to be gone, that's a good thing. 

MR. SULLIVAN: Yes. 

MR. PETRO: The setbacks from two building, have you 
checked them both? 

MR. EDSALL: They're fine. 

MR. LANDER: Mr. Tully, your entrance road, we have 
parallel parking along the length of that, you think 16 
feet is okay? It's 16 feet then the parking spaces? 

MR. LANC: That's correct, 16 feet is really too much 
for it, but what I was thinking if somebody just stops 
there temporarily and there are cars parked and 
somebody stops here for whatever reason, still room for 
another car to get around. 

MR. PETRO: Can I have a motion for lead agency? 
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MR. LANDER: So moved. 

MR. ARGENIO: Second it. 

MR. PETRO: Motion has been made and seconded that the 
New Windsor Planning Board declare itself lead agency 
for the Washingtonville Soccer Club site plan amendment 
on Shaw Road. That's why you're calling this amendment 
because of 1986? 

MR. EDSALL: Yes. 

MR. PETRO: Roll call.

PETRO: Well, the approval is not expired but for 
the buildings here for any portion of the plan that 
wasn't completed would be expired, such as the 
buildings but that's why they're here obviously and for 
the reconstruction. 

MR. ARGENIO: This is a new application then. 

MR. PETRO: I would think it's a new application. 

MR. EDSALL: It is definitely a new application, it 
does have some standing because there's an existing 
approval. 
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MR. PETRO: The reason that word amendment is there is 
because it does have some standing. 

MR. LANC: There was one site plan before if you would 
call it just site plan, people might think this is the 
only one, the first site plan by saying amended we're 
basically implying yes, there was another one. 

MR. PETRO: I think you're doing the right thing but 
putting it there it's not that important, I guess. 

MR. ARGENIO: Probably isn't. 

MR. PETRO: I would say in my opinion public hearing, 
this is R-1 zone, even though this is a permitted use 
in the zone, you have, what's on your sides here, all 
single family homes? 

MR. SULLIVAN: Single family homes on this side, yes. 

MR. PETRO: I'd like to see a public hearing for this 
only because it's a, not the normal use in an R-1 zone, 
so I think we should and to protect you also have the 
public hearing. That's my opinion. I would poll the 
board, see if anybody has any comment to contradict 
that. 

MR. ARGENIO: Having been there on more than one 
occasion, there's nothing around there except fields 
and woods and plan already exists, not changing the 
use, they're improving the sight distance, I personally 
don't see the need for a public hearing on this 
application. 

MR. BRESNAN: Are we concerned about lighting or 
anything? 

MR. EDSALL: There's no lighting proposed nor existing. 

MR. SULLIVAN: Just to give y o u — 

MR. LANC: There's no lighting. 

MR. SULLIVAN: —some further understanding, this is 
totally wooded here and it's a tremendous amount of 
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space that's there, actually, any noise that goes on 
here does not pass through these woods, it's quite a 
bit of distance between these single family homes and 
that and over here, well, there's some houses but I 
guess you could take a grandfather clause. 

MR. LANC: Across the field you h a v e — 

MR. SULLIVAN: It's an apple orchard. 

MR. ARGENIO: I don't think you can see a house from 
the field, I don't ever remember. 

MR. BRESNAN: Can you see the field from the houses? 

MR. ARGENIO: No, not that I recall. Mark? 

MR. EDSALL: No, you know, only place that I think 
there's a house remotely close is to the first field on 
the left going in, the southwesterly field, the other 
direction there's not a darn thing there. 

MR. LANDER: I think that I agree with the Chairman 
only because there are, it's in an R-l, we have these 
residential houses on both sides of it, even though you 
can't see it, you're still putting a building up here, 
you're changing that footprint here, taking those 
trailers away. 

MR. ARGENIO: Your concern is mainly the buildings? 

MR. LANDER: Buildings. 

MR. PETRO: It's not a traditional R-l use, therefore, 
I think the people in the area should really come here 
and hear what he just told us, tell them that and then 
you're good forever. 

MR. BABCOCK: It's a permitted use in the zone, so it's 
not like the people would be able to say that you can't 
do this. 

MR. PETRO: Just a procedural step. 

MR. SULLIVAN: They should understand what's going on. 
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MR. KARNAVEZOS: Good neighbor. 

MR. PETRO: They'll be better neighbors forever, if you 
do it, they'll be on your side. I was at the public 
hearing, don't worry about it. So that's my opinion. 

MR. KARNAVEZOS: I have to agree with you in like you 
said, just as long as the neighbors are okay with it, I 
know just makes it better for you, too. 

MR. PETRO: Mark, you only have a few comments under 
three, some signs and we have highway approval, 
conditional approval which requires stop signs at 
exits, so if you can, Mr. Lane, if you can just take 
these comments from Mark and follow through and also 
give you a copy of Mr. Kroll's, the Highway 
Superintendent, what he needs, you'll be all set. 

MR. LANC: I know the stop sign was not mentioned, do 
you want me to add a stop sign? 

MR. EDSALL: That wasn't my comment, that was Henry 
Krill's, in addition to my comments, I faxed mine to 
John, just add at the exit a stop sign. 

MR. LANC: Mark, I have in accordance with your 
comments I have added a note install wheel stop and 
added parallel parking signs, three on each side, I 
have added do not enter sign here, two signs 
doublesided one way only and I have identified the 
signs by the manual identification. 

MR. EDSALL: I think that's fine. 

MR. PETRO: Motion to schedule a public hearing. 

MR. BRESNAN: So moved. 

MR. KARNAVEZOS: Second it. 

MR. PETRO: Motion has been made and seconded that the 
New Windsor Planning Board schedule a public hearing 
for the Washingtonville Soccer Club site plan 
amendment. Is there any further discussion? If not, 
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roll call.

THE APPLICATION PROPOSES MODIFICATIONS TO THE 
ROADWAY LAYOUT OF THE SITE, ADDITIONAL PARKING, AND 
SOME RELATED REVISIONS. 

1. I have performed a review of our files for this property. Two prior approvals appear to exist. 

First, a site plan was approved with date of stamp of approval being 9-10-86 (I do not know 
the application number for this approved site plan). The approved plan depicts the current 
access drive with four (4) soccer fields, two to the left (uphill, fields 1 & 2) and two to the 
right (downhill, fields 3 & 4). A proposed building with SDS is located between fields 1 and 2. 
What I understand is a storage building, a proposed fence, and parking areas are also shown. 
The as-existing condition is not identical to the approved plan. The approved plan also notes 
the future construction of three additional fields plus a practice field as "Phase IT. 

Second, I located an application for a proposed subdivision (File #89-44). This is an open 
application, which proposed the minor subdivision of the lands to subtract off 10 acres of land 
to the east which was not involved with the Phase I uses. Lot #2 (the 10A lot) was proposed 
for use as a single-family residential lot. The subdrvison would require elimination of one of 
the two "future" lots of Phase n. 

This application proposes construction of a loop road for better traffic flow, increased parking, 
relocation of the pavilion, and replacement of storage trailers with a storage building. The plan 
has also been "upgraded" to serve as an as-built for existing improvements on the site. 

2. My first recommendation is that the Club verify advise the Board as to their intent with the 
open subdivision application. If they no longer intend to pursue the subdivision, they should 
withdrawal the application by letter.

3. I have reviewed the plan and believe the layout and proposal is well suited for the site and 
current operation. I have the following recommendations: 

a. In addition to "Do Not Enter" signs at the exit, add double-faced "One Way" signs. Signs 
should be twin-post double-faced NYSDOT signs R3-10 and R3-11. 

b. Near the "path crossing" on the east side of the drive loop (end of the 90 degree parking) 
add a "Do No Enter" sign. 

c. Add signs in areas of parallel parking designating that type of parking. Space 
appropriately. 

d. Use wheelstops for gravel parking areas. 

e. Add Phase II information if it is still proposed as a future element. The applicant should 
understand that this will require a separate application and approval at some time in the 
future. 

4. The Planning Board may wish to assume the position of Lead Agency under the SEQRA 
review process. 

5. The Planning Board may wish to make a determination regarding the type action this project 
should be classified under SEQRA, and make a determination regarding environmental 
significance. 

6. The Planning Board should determine, for the record, if a Public Hearing will be required for 
this Site Plan Amendment, per its discretionary judgment under Paragraph 48-19.C of the 
Town Zoning Local Law. 

7. The Planning Board should require that a bond estimate be submitted for this Site Plan in 
accordance with Chapter 19 of the Town Code.

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PUBLIC HEARING: 

WASHINGTONVILLE SOCCER CLUB (02-02) 

Mr. John Lane of Lane & Tully appeared before the board 
for this proposal. 

MR. PETRO: This is proposed construction of entrance 
only drive at the side of the property additional 
parking pavilion and storage building. This 
application has, as I just said, plans were previously 
reviewed at the 9 January, 2002 planning board meeting, 
is before the board for a public hearing at this time. 
Obviously, there's some people here for this 
application, the procedure that we have is we're going 
to review it again as a board, at such time, I will 
open it up to the public for comment. I will call upon 
you to raise your hand, be recognized by the Chair, 
come forward, state your name and address and your 
concern. Okay, sir. 

MR. LANC: Good evening, I'm here with the revised plan 
for Washingtonville Soccer Club amended site plan. I 
will very briefly go over my previous presentation. 
The entire area of the soccer club contains about 50 
acres and is located in the R-l zone district, which is 
rural residential zone. Recreational facilities, such 
as soccer club fields, are allowed in this zone subject 
to 48-21 A of the zoning ordinance. Out of the about 
50 acres, only about 19 acres are being used for 
recreation facilities, due to the fact that the other 
areas are either steep or they are wetlands. At the 
present time, there are four soccer fields as shown on 
the plan, there's one entrance at the low area of the 
Shaw Road where cars are coming in and park either in 
this area behind the fields or parking here. We have 
two existing trailers which are being used for storage. 
We're having some problems with the traffic flows on 
this site, soccer is becoming very popular, we have a 
lot of people coming in and out and it's kind of a 
meadow, it's difficult for people who move cars in and 
out, so our office was approached to come up with an 
idea of additional access drive. Additional access 
drive is proposed on the westerly side of the fields. 
We have looked at this previously as exit drive and we 
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have determined that it is not a good location for the 
exiting drive because of the poor sight distances for 
vehicles leaving, however, there's absolutely no 
problem with sight distances, if we make this entrance 
only. I have checked this from both sides and you can 
have quite a long sight distance in both directions. I 
was mainly concerned about making left turn into the 
site because right turn is always easy, you don't have 
to cross any oncoming traffic, you can see way down 
passed the existing entrance, actually, you can see 
cars coming from the other side from the hill. We're 
proposing a pavilion in this location which will have 
about 7 parking spaces, including two handicapped then 
proposing drive along the westerly side of the fields 
which would have some additional parking along the 
side. We'll improve the existing parking in the back 
of the fields where we'll provide the stops for cars so 
they know where the spaces are. We have additional 
parking along the side here, this is all one-way 
traffic now and we're providing additional two 
handicapped parking spaces in this location. Two 
trailers as I mentioned will be removed and a permanent 
storage building will be built here, the permanent 
storage building will be for equipment about size 3 0 by 
4 0 feet maximum. 

MR. PETRO: Where is the two trailers on the plan? 

MR. LANC: We're right underneath of the proposed 
building, you see in the— 

MR. PETRO: Note says existing trailers to be removed. 

MR. LANC: We're planning on paving proposed entrances, 
both access drives, one will be entrance only, the 
other one will be exit only. They'll be paved up to 
the pavilion and all parking spaces by pavilion and the 
other side it will be paved basically for handicapped 
so handicaps can get out of the cars. We have made 
some revisions to the plans based on the comments of 
the planning board engineer, they basically involve 
placing additional signs at the entrance and exit to 
make sure that people understand that is the entrance 
and that is the exit only, they cannot enter. I 
believe those have been discussed also with your 
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planning board engineer and the highway superintendent. 
So they are both satisfied. We have also added some 
signs along the, to parallel park to indicate parallel 
parking, you cannot park straight in and we have added 
wheel stops as we were asked at the gravel parking 
area. 

MR. PETRO: It doesn't need a name for 911, it's just a 
drive? 

MR. EDSALL: No, it's not a residential. 

MR. PETRO: We have highway approval on 1/9/2002 which 
requires stop signs at the exits. 

MR. LANC: We're providing stop sign here at the exit. 

MR. PETRO: And we have fire approval on 1/4/02, you 
presently don't have a stop sign there. 

MR. LANC: Presently, I'm not sure if a stop sign is 
required, if you have a T intersection, you do not have 
to have stop signs, for example, when you're leaving 
Town Hall area, you don't have stop signs there but 
you're required by law to stop but we're providing— 

MR. PETRO: I ask because it says drive on the plan. 

MR. LANC: We're putting stop a sign just to make sure 
but it's safer. 

MR. PETRO: Does the board have any questions right now 
or should I open it up to the public and get some 
input? On February 12, 2002, 69 addressed envelopes 
containing the attached notice of public hearing was 
mailed out. And at this time, I will open it up to the 
public, if someone would like to speak for or against 
this application, would you please raise your hand, be 
recognized by the Chair, come forward, state your name 
and address. 

MR. ROMEO: My name is Angelo Romeo, 112 Shaw Road, 
I'd just like to know if there's anything done for 
drainage. The property is extremely wet and I was 
wondering if they took into account the drainage for 
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this project? 

MR. PETRO: If you want to address that gentleman with 
an answer, feel free. 

MR. LANC: The drainage at the present time the fields 
are not being modified, they are grass, we're not 
proposing additional increase in the drainage in this 
area at all. The only additional drainage that would 
happen would be slightly from the paved area here and 
pavilion roof and the drainage would just come to the 
grassy fields here so increase would be really minimum. 

MR. PETRO: What you're saying increase in impervious 
area is very small which would be the two roofs. 

MR. LANC: Basically, I'm trying to be on the side so 
planning board members can see all the drainage will be 
coming down towards the wetlands and wetlands basically 
will hold this minimum increase in drainage. 

MR. PETRO: Where is the asphalt drainage going to now 
sheet flow off the site? 

MR. LANC: Asphalt drainage will be going down towards 
the wetlands, there's a stream pipe. 

MR. PETRO: And your leader pipes are brought to the 
same area? 

MR. LANC: We'll be putting one drainage pipe in this 
location, there isn't any pipe there now but we're 
going to put pipe there because there might be a little 
bit of runoff from the blacktop and we're providing a 
small catch basin at the entrance. There's existing 
corrugated pipe there that was I believe installed by 
highway department and there's a little swale, we're 
close to the top of the hill, but the water, I want to 
catch it in the small catch basin and put it in the 
pipe that will not increase just to catch it so it 
doesn't cross the driveway, but the area that we're 
paving that will become impervious compared to 5 0 acres 
of land it's so minimal that--

MR. PETRO: You understand his answer? 
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MR. ROMEO: Yes, I do. 

MR. PETRO: Basically, they're not going to do 
anything. 

MR. ROMEO: Yeah, that's what I heard. 

MR. PETRO: The reason we're not going to enforce it 
further they're not really doing anything to disturb or 
make the ground areas impervious to the water but where 
they are disturbing or adding the two roofs and the 
blacktop, they have taken care of with the one catch 
basin, leader pipes and CMP going across the road. 

MR. ROMEO: Thank you. 

MR. PETRO: Anybody else? 

MS. CALISTER: Joan Calister (phonetic), 94 Shaw Road. 
At the present time, they have one driveway and now 
they have plans to make another driveway and the fire 
marshal came up and he took pictures and I had them 
give them to your office. 

MR. PETRO: I'm reading it as you're speaking, sorry. 

MS. CALISTER: It happens to be in a very dangerous 
area where they're planning the second driveway because 
it's on a curve. 

MR. PETRO: Exit only, is that what you're talking 
about? 

MR. LANC: Entrance only. 

MS. CALISTER: There's always cars all over everybody's 
property, even if they're going in or they're coming 
out so that's documented and if anybody else, we have 
always had experiences of accidents, I had a car that 
went out of control right on that curve and it landed 
on my property and went on fire, you know, so we're 
worried about, you know, like fires or anything like 
that with accidents. 
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MR. PETRO: You made a complaint that they were 
surveying on your property. 

MS. CALISTER: No, my property is right on, next to 
theirs. 

MR. LANDER: I see cars parked on the side of the road, 
Mr. Lane, is that because there's not ample parking as 
it exists today? 

MR. LANC: I didn't see photographs and Pat, if you can 
take a look. 

MR. LANDER: Let me go through them and you can, I will 
pass these around. 

MR. LANC: We'll be increasing the parking capacity by 
about 50%. 

MS. CALISTER: Originally, when we first came to the 
first meeting, when they were going to have the soccer 
field, there was documents at that meeting from the 
board, you know, that stated that they were going to 
have a zone where we wouldn't have like 7 5 feet 
variance and then what they did was they said fine, and 
one morning, they had, I don't know if it was West 
Point or they had the soldiers come in and cut down all 
the variances and we stopped it and we called the 
president of the soccer field and he came out and he 
stopped them, he said oh, he'll put trees back. 

MR. LANDER: They were cutting down all the shrubs and 
trees in that buffer zone you're talking about? 

MS. CALISTER: Yeah, the screening, so we stopped them 
so we'll put the trees back, so they never did, so we 
don't believe anything that they say, you know. It's 
from our experience, so if they say they're going to do 
this, you know, who knows what. We're just worried 
about a safety area with cars coming, it's a safety and 
a fire issue. 

MR. PETRO: Are you with her? 

MR. MC ALLEN: Pat McAllen, just elected president of 
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the club in October. We basically have a new board 
intact, I understand there's been a lot of problems in 
the past, that's why since the new board has come in 
place, we have gone to John to ask for his assistance 
in rectifying the problems in the past. We do have 15 
travel teams playing in the club and the parking issue 
might have been something related to a Snoppy Soccer 
issue where we have 250 kids coming into the fields at 
one time and we try and create parking spaces, but some 
people end up parking on the side of the road which we 
try to encourage not to have happen. Also, you have an 
apple orchard on the side of the road and there have 
been times when I have been in soccer games and some 
people have stopped, pulled over to pick apples, 
nothing to do with the soccer. 

MR. PETRO: Contact the police department, ask them to 
put up no parking signs on the road, that would solve 
that problem. 

MR. LANC: There was maximum, about seven cars on one 
of the pictures, they are providing 50 more parking 
spaces on this proposed site, so if those people were 
parking because there was no space inside there would 
be at least 43 more spaces than what was needed at the 
time. I think no parking signs would be probably very 
good idea, if there's a problem— 

MR. LANDER: Now, Mr. Lane, let me grab a picture and 
you can tell me, is this where your entrance is going 
to be going to be anywhere near this stretch of the 
road? 

MR. LANC: I believe it's going to be slightly, it's 
going to be at this location here, so very close to the 
other entrance, just a little bit below and I have 
checked this location, as I said, and I wasn't happy 
with exiting sight distances, that's why because that 
was the original idea when I was approached by the 
soccer club and I told them that's not a very good 
location for exit, however, it's very good location for 
entry point because you can hear, you don't have a 
problem making right turn in and making left turn being 
in the car, you know, I put myself at the height of the 
driver's eyes and you have excellent sight distance 
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there . 

MR. LANDER: Do you know exactly where this entrance 
drive is going to be? 

MS. CALISTER: Yeah, just below where the form is. The 
only trouble is that it's an area when you're driving 
you can't see so many times, people, you know, collided 
next to much other, you know, on that, it's a blind 
spot, it really is a blind spot, I don't understand why 
they have to have add this. We know where you're 
going, you know, just saying if there was another way. 

MR. PETRO: Highway department has gone there and in 
order to give an approval which is written here, they 
have to have 450 feet of sight distance. 

MR. EDSALL: It's based on the speed zone in the area. 

MR. PETRO: Either 450, could be 500, but whatever it 
is in the zone has been met. 

MR. ROMEO: Do you know what the speed zone is in that, 
on that road? 

MS. CALISTER: It's 40 miles an hour. 

MR. ROMEO: Has anybody ever done a survey to find out 
what the speed really is on that road? 

MR. PETRO: Well, the highway department would do that. 

MR. KATZ: I live on that road and I don't go 40, Mark 
Katz, I live at 4 Feitsma Lane, I'm sorry to interrupt 
to Mrs. Rasmussen's complaint, police department 
doesn't have anything to do with that. 

MR. PETRO: I will restate, it's the highway department 
who's in charge, it's not the planning board, we don't 
put up no parking signs. 

MS. CALISTER: Who's from the highway department? 

MR. PETRO: Henry Kroll, he may put in a request, I 
still believe that the police department would have to 
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review it, correct? 

MR. EDSALL: It goes to the Town Board, Town Board 
ultimately adopts the local law to change the vehicle 
and traffic but goes on a recommendation from the 
police chief and the highway superintendent. 

MR. LANDER: Unless it's posted, there's nothing the 
police department can do. So you would have to 
petition the town, I would think and t h e n — 

MR. PETRO: That wouldn't be hard to do. 

MR. KATZ: Problem is gate's locked when people start 
arriving, so let's say the game's at 10 o'clock in the 
morning, people start arriving 9, 9:15 to get a good 
spot, gate's locked, everybody is parking on the side 
of the road. The existing entrance exit right now is 
going to be entrance only, exit only, okay, so your 
entrance is going to be on top of the hill on the blind 
spot, the exit is going to be just at the bottom of a 
hill where they come over a hill at 40 miles an hour so 
they're going to be exiting where people are blasting 
down this road at 55 and 60. 

MR. LANC: In that case, you would not be allowed to 
have any of these driveways. 

MR. KATZ: Plus, there's a side street, Feitsma Lane is 
right at the top of the hill, this is where all the 
accidents happen. Right now, the way you have it set 
up there, I mean, that's the best spot for it because 
that was the exit, entrance and exit for construction, 
everything else, but right now, it sucks. 

MR. PETRO: Hold on, that's enough. Mark, you've been 
to the site? 

MR. EDSALL: I have been to the site numerous times. 

MR. PETRO: Sight distance? 

MR. EDSALL: I have not personally measured the sight 
distance at the proposed new entrance, but I would 
believe that Mr. Kroll we went out because I personally 
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spoke with him and asked him to take a look at the 
location, see if he wanted to shift it, 1 assume he did 
to give that approval. As far as the other locations, 
the proposed exit that's functioning as the entrance 
and exit, you're decreasing the use to use just an 
exit, so I don't believe that that's an issue on the 
table because it's functioning now. 

MR. PETRO: Let's get to a different subject. Do you 
want to speak on a different subject other than 
traffic? 

MR. MESSLER: Chris Messier, I live at 81 Shaw Road. 
May I approach the map? The entrance which they have 
going into the property, my house is directly across 
the street in the middle of the apple orchard, okay, I 
bought the old Shaw farmhouse. Their entrance, I'm not 
against this or for it either way, I'm just trying to 
find out some information. My neighbors stated that 
the traffic, if they did a wider driveway at the bottom 
of the hill, which is actually a much more safer spot 
for the traffic coming in due to the sight distance is 
triple fold increased and I, they do have the room to 
do it, there's plenty of room coming across on the 
existing driveway to widen it. I'm also a code 
enforcement inspector for the city of New York, they 
have plenty of room to make it one way in one way out. 
I'd like to know if the Washingtonville Schools are 
playing Goshen? Everybody is going to be coming up 
from 207 heading towards Newburgh and they're going to 
be coming down Beattie Road onto Shaw, what's going to 
stop them from making that left-hand turn across the 
flow of traffic cause when you come passed my 
neighbor's house here, most people are doing 50. I do 
50, because you hit the hill and you just gain speed 
and sa you crest the hill, you step on it up over the 
hill, passed his house and you have a lot more stoppage 
space. We're also dealing with children. My turn's 
going to be coming, I'm going to be taking my kids to 
the field because I'm in the school district, my son's 
four, maybe in six to eight years he will be playing 
soccer, that's the thing that gets me, most of it they 
made some sort of a staging lane where they recessed 
the gate to the entrance so people don't park on the 
street, it's a two-lane road, very narrow, my neighbor,

Mr. Miner, who runs the apple orchards runs tractors, 
heavy equipment and his operation is pretty much almost 
18 to 19 hours a day. The only two months that he's 
really down without his workers there are November, 
they are leaving December, January, they're back out 
there, they're pruning, picking and what not and from 
basically I'd say July on until almost late October 
they're full force operation. I've had numerous times 
where I have come through which I cannot even get 
through the road, I have driven on to the apple orchard 
cutting across the traffic just to get around them. 

MR. PETRO: Where is the gate now? 

MR. MESSLER: The gate is at the bottom of two hills 
when you're coming around my other neighbor in the 
back, it's a complete blind spot, when I turn into the 
driveway, which is mine is on the top of the hill and I 
have to make a left-hand turn across the flow of 
traffic, I cannot see any traffic coming on Shaw Road, 
none whatsoever, and that's heading westbound. Now, if 
I'm heading eastbound, you can see a lot better but 
when you turn the corner, what's going to keep them 
from cutting across the flow of traffic? I understand 
right now there's no markings there whatsoever for 
anything stating that this is even a soccer field or 
children are even at play for that matter. Matter of 
fact, we've had the kids come out of the soccer field 
with their parents, go into the apple orchard and pick 
the apples, I mean, the apple farm is 2 00 plus acres 
and really to be honest with you, how many apples are 
they going to possibly take? I have stolen apples from 
Mr. Miner, he hasn't shot me yet. But, you know, but 
there's 2 0 some odd thousand plus trees there and he 
makes a good apple. 

MR. PETRO: Let me ask you about the gate again. 

MR. EDSALL: That's something we did address at the 
workshop, the existing gate is quite close, I have 
observed that problem with people start to arrive a 
little early, there's congestion at the gate, it backs 
out onto the road. You'll notice at the proposed 
entrance, we told them to set it in back quite a ways, 
entrance is going to be paved and the gate is back 
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probably triple of what the current one is. 

MR. LANC: 65 feet. 

MR. EDSALL: So there will be the ability to pull off. 

MR. LANC: You can put two cars side by side there. 

MR. KATZ: They were lined up going up over the hill so 
anybody coming up over the hill heading westbound on 
Shaw Road, that car would be right from on the opposite 
side of the hill right in the blind spot. 

MR. PETRO: Why do we need a gate, so people don't 
steal apples? 

MR. MC ALLEN: We have had some vandalism and theft on 
the property, we have notified the police on several 
occasions of incidents that occurred up there. 

MR. MESSLER: They busted into the storage trailers and 
stole the equipment. 

MR. LANDER: Is there going to be a gate? I don't see 
a gate labeled on the exit. 

MR. LANC: Yes, there's a gate. 

MR. EDSALL: Just above the word proposed. 

MR. LANDER: Okay. 

MR. PETRO: How do you plan on staging the people 
arriving early? 

MR. LANC: Basically means that somebody has to open 
the gate in time. 

MR. MC ALLEN: We have a person called the field 
maintenance coordinator, his responsibility is to make 
sure the gate's open plenty in advance. We allowed 
about an hour time normally for a team to come early, 
you don't usually have teams coming too early. 

MR. PETRO: If this board made a condition for approval 
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if we get that far that as long as somebody's there and 
opens up the gate, it's not a problem, we don't hear 
back from the people that they're staging on the road, 
everything's fine. But if that should occur and 
there's staging on the road, then the gate would have 
to be removed. 

MR. MESSLER: We know they're going to be scheduling 
games, how about an electronic device where you can 
call up, boom, the gate gets opened automatically. 

MR. PETRO: He's saying somebody is there. We're not 
saying if somebody isn't there and it's a constant 
problem and you have staging it has to come down. 

MR. MESSLER: The one thing that's going to end up 
happening where the exit is going to be is directly 
across from the entrance to the apple orchard off to 
the right side and if they're going to be coming down 
Shaw, they're going to be staging at the entrance to 
our property which, like I said, it's a ten month out 
of the year operation, they have to haul their apples 
when they run up their main operation up in 
Clintondale, the biggest thing getting them into the 
coolers, getting the coolers sealed off so they run, 
they do have tandem tractors trailers, they have 
flatbeds that run in and out of there. 

MR. PETRO: Are you against the gate coming down? 

MR. MESSLER: No, I have no problem with the gate. I'd 
like to see a little bit more of a stating area. 

MR. BABCOCK: I think what we said we have answered it, 
they're going to have somebody there an hour before a 
game starts. If they don't, if this, and this becomes 
a problem, you're going to let us know and we're going 
to tell them and either they have to straighten it out 
or tell them to take the gate down. 

MR. KATZ: Why don't they hire somebody to do traffic? 

MR. BABCOCK: Traffic enforcement is done by the police 
department. 
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MR. MESSLER: But normally, sometimes we've seen them 
there even longer sitting around waiting, everybody 
wants to have the best seat. 

MR. BABCOCK: What he's saying he's going to tell his 
coaches, tell the people don't be there an hour early. 

MR. MESSLER: I'm not a hundred percent against it, 
I've got a four year old, my son's going to be over 
here, I see what comes in, I don't want to get in an 
accident with my son in the car, nobody wants to, 
anybody, especially kids being killed, that's what we 
live for, you know, that's our main goal, we don't want 
to impede the operation, sure, I'm for soccer fields, 
I'm fine for that. 

MR. PETRO: Let's leave it 65 from the back, three 
times more than it is now. If it's still a problem, 
contact us or contact the building department. 

MR. MESSLER: The thing is like they said, everybody is 
going to be a right-hand turn into the place and 
obviously under— 

MR. LANC: No, no, I didn't say that. It's going to be 
right turn and left turn in. I was saying that on the 
right turn, you do not need really too much of a sight 
distance because for the crossing, any oncoming 
traffic, the left turn coming from the west on Shaw 
Road you'll have adequate sight distance. 

MR. MESSLER: The left-hand turn coming off from Bull 
going towards Beattie coming from Beattie going towards 
Bull going eastbound is going to b e — 

MR. LANC: Left into the new entrance. 

MR. MESSLER: It's an extremely blind turn. 

MR. LANC: It's not. 

MR. MESSLER: Yes, it is, if you're coming from Beattie 
Road heading eastbound and you'll be making a left-hand 
turn, when the people that are coming up, if there's no 
traffic going into the soccer fields, people that would 
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be heading eastbound, it's blind, it's gone, there's 
no, it's blind, I'll gladly take you up there. 

MR. EDSALL: Can we bring the sight distance to an end? 
Let's ask Mr. Lane to measure the sight distance in 
accordance with recognized standards, we'll have the 
highway superintendent revisit it and if it's 
acceptable, it's acceptable. Ultimately, he has to 
issue the permit to access it, it's his decision and 
we'll ask Mr. Lane to measure it. 

MR. LANC: Previously, I was asked to just butt up this 
driveway with the existing driveway to the orchard and 
I couldn't do that because if I lined it up, I don't 
have adequate sight distance for cars making left 
turns, to make left turn, that's the reason why I moved 
the entrance down. 

MR. MESSLER: They'll be making a left turn, when they 
do have an operation directly across the street. 

MR. PETRO: Fifteen minutes ago I said this, I said 
that the highway superintendent was there and was going 
to issue a permit, he must know what he's doing, but 
you seem like a very intelligent man, too, we'll do it 
again, have you go back there, look at it, you want to 
be there and meet with the highway superintendent, go 
back. It's either got to meet it or it doesn't. 
There's no gray area. You don't talk anybody into it 
it's 500 feet and that's the end of. 

MR. EDSALL: Measure the distance so we have a number 
on record, just fax me a memo with the number and we'll 
get that to him. 

MR. LANC: I consider it more than adequate. 

MR. EDSALL: Let's get the record clear. 

MR. MESSLER: One of the things I would suggest even 
further just that the staging area for the gate instead 
of being recessed 65 so we go 100. 

MR. EDSALL: The difficulty with that is that the 
driveway splits and provides access to the pavilion 
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because I asked the same thing, you start to get the 
gate to an area where it no longer prohibits access to 
the pavilion area so they have taken it back as far as 
they can before the road splits. 

MR. MESSLER: Put two gates. 

MR. LANC: We have double lane two cars one next to 
each other. 

MR. PETRO: If it's a problem, contact the building 
department and if it's a problem and there's stating on 
the road, we'll contact the applicant and request, it 
will be a condition of approval that the gate be 
removed and they'll have to do security, put somebody 
there armed. Yes, sir? 

MR. SMITH: Roger Smith, 17 Shaw Road. First of all, 
how many members do you have right now? 

MR. MC ALLEN: In the travel program, there are 2 50 
kids participating in the travel program and we have a 
rec program but we utilize most of the school fields in 
Washingtonville for that so we have minimal number of 
kids go up there. 

MR. SMITH: If they put a lap counter, you'd count a 
thousand cars on a Saturday, thousand cars on a Sunday 
that drive back and forth through there, that's a lot 
of cars for that little bit of road. 

MR. MC ALLEN: The maximum number of games is what we 
have, I'm just saying how many games. 

MR. SMITH: When I'm on my Harley, pinging and knocking 
because it's overheating because I'm waiting 15, 2 0 
minutes to get out of my driveway, that's getting bad 
and it's, we can't deal with no more traffic, they are 
going to be building more houses, there's a lot of farm 
land that's going to get developed, we're going to have 
to put up with that and on Saturday and Sunday, we get 
bombarded with this. Are you going to put flushing 
toilets in there? 

MR. PETRO: All we're doing here now is take out the 
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two trailers, add the pavilion, we're trying to 
configure the roadway to make it better. 

MR. SMITH: Flushing toilets? 

MR. MC ALLEN: No, it's not a food pavilion, it's more 
of a storage area. 

MR. SMITH: There's a stream that circles around that 
place, runs right next to my property, that's where it 
would end up. 

MR. PETRO: No, ve're not doing anything, they can 
leave and not change a thing at all, the application's 
right back to where it is. 

MR. SMITH: It can get a lot bigger than it is now. 

MR. LANC: We're not increasing the number of fields 
right now. Honestly, there are problems with cars 
being parked on ttie side of Shaw Road because there's 
not adequate parking, space inside of the sight we're 
trying to improve that situation, we're adding about 50 
more parking spaces inside, so the cars will not be 
parked along Shaw Road, we're trying to implement some 
improvements by providing another driveway, what we're 
doing is not goinj to increase the traffic to the site 
or from the site, we're not adding another field or two 
fields. 

MR. PETRO: I understand that. But why is there a 
thousand cars there? Where does that come from? In 
other words, everybody comes at one time? 

MR. SMITH: Sitting in the driveway having a barbecue 
watching them go back and forth. 

MR. PETRO: Everybody comes up at the same time? 

MR. SMITH: No, yo\i might as well be living right at 
Five Corners here, it's a constant flow of traffic and 
it's gotten to the point where the kids in the 
neighborhood are grounded on the weekends because they 
can't ride their bicycles on the road, there's too much 
traffic. You sit on Bull, there's a nice jump right 
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before you hit Shaw and it looks like the Fourth of 
July with all the sparks coming off the cars. 

MR. LANDER: Again, they're not expanding anything 
here, they're not expanding the fields trying to get— 

MR. SMITH: I've lived there ten years and I've seen it 
more than double already. 

MR. PETRO: If this was a brand new application, first 
of all, it probably would not be going through because 
it's probably not permitted in the zone, is that 
correct? 

MR. LANC: It's permitted under I believe special use. 

MR. PETRO: The planning board would issue the special 
use permit, I can tell you it wouldn't happen, but it's 
there so we have to work with the fact that it's there 
and try to keep it corrected to a point. If this was 
brand new, we would have been done 15 minutes ago. 

MR. SMITH: Games going to start at a certain time, 
you're running late, what do you do, you put the pedal 
to the metal. There's never been a cop with radar set 
up. 

MR. KATZ: How do you rate the capacity for a place 
like this, just by the parking? What happens when they 
have organizations when they all start having 
competitions, they came from all over? At the end of 
the season, you see a lot more cars coming, they're 
using all the fields at one time. 

MR. SMITH: Even the driveway they have right now it 
would work with a double entrance exit if you cut the 
brush back. 

MR. EDSALL: Just two clarifications, one, it's not a 
special use permit, it's a use by right in the zone, 
this is a use by right. Second item in answer to the 
question as far as how you determine parking, it's 
based on acreage, it's in the code based on the acreage 
of recreation facilities, that's how they have come up 
with it. 
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MR. SMITH: What about sight distance on a driveway, 
isn't there anything like that? 

MR. EDSALL: We already talked about that, that's been 
discussed. 

MR. LANDER: He's talking about the vegetation that's 
been allowed to grow and they have to get out. 

MR. SMITH: Some of the people told me it was there 
before you bought your place but when you drive in the 
summertime, you have no idea it's ever there cause you 
can't see it, you see a little gate and driveway, big 
deal. 

MR. SMITH: It looks like a farmer blocking off a hay 
field, when I drive by, doesn't look like a soccer 
field, you can't see, when you come out, when I drive 
through there, I've got to lock my brakes up, people 
one after the other not even stopping, there's nobody 
there doing anything about traffic. 

MR. PETRO: We need to take a little site visit. 
Anybody else on a different subject? Is there anybody 
else? 

MR. VITALI: Your words were expansion, you don't 
receive it right now, when is the expansion going to 
stop? You're talking, we're talking, what are we 
talking about here, 100 square feet storage building, I 
mean, you never mentioned two building in your speech, 
you said a pavilion, you're building a pavilion for 
storage. 

MR. PETRO: They're on the map. 

MR. LANC: I mentioned the storage, I mentioned 
actually the size 30 x 40 feet. 

MR. VITALI: Why are you buildilng a pavilion for 
storage, what are you doing? 

MR. LANC: No, storage building is in this location 
here, 10 x 40 pavilion is basically for kids to go if 
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there's suddenly rain, so they can have a place to 
hide. 

MR. VITALI: Talking about steel building, very 
industrial looking, not very aesthetic to the 
neighborhood. 

MR. LANC: I don't have any idea what building they're 
planning. 

MR. VITALI: And you're talking about increasing the 
traffic. We do live there, we see a large increase in 
traffic and you say you don't want to hear about it, 
but this is a big impact on our quality of life, we 
have to deal with it every day, you're talking about 
now possibly putting no parking signs in, I mean, what 
are we going to look like, downtown Newburgh? How long 
before we have a traffic light? 

MR. LANDER: Well, you have to have the parking signs, 
no parking on the side of the road so they can enforce 
that law. 

MR. VITALI: If we keep expanding when are they going 
to stop? 

MR. PETRO: Never, it's never, nothing's ever going to 
stop. 

MR. EDSALL: Can I just note something else here cause 
this goes back a ways, there was an application in '89, 
the original application did have approved two 
buildings, the one building did very sanitary 
facilities, so it apparently was going to be a 
combination building pavilion or storage with some 
bathrooms because the original approval included two 
building, one with bathrooms. Obviously, they have 
not, they are not proposing to do this at this point 
but it's the same two buildings, just moved, so there's 
quite a few things that have been carried over from the 
old approval. 

MR. LANC: Again, we're not increasing, we're, we have 
presently four fields, we continue to have four fields, 
we just want to increase number of parking spaces. 
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Also just asked about, it's 18 kids usually on one 
soccer team, so if you have a game on one soccer field, 
you have 3 6 kids. Now, if you assume that one parent 
brings one kid, which is very unusual because when my 
son was playing soccer, I many times picked up one or 
two of his friends but we'll have maybe 3 5 cars so 
you'll have 70 for two fields. I understand they use 
maximum of three field, they have heavy games, so you 
would have about 100 cars that would include the 
coaches and everybody else. 

MR. LANDER: This pavilion, there's not going to be 
sides on the pavilion? 

MR. LANC: I believe just a roof. 

MR. PETRO: Listen, I can't, I'm not saying you're not 
saying the truth, but to say there's only going to be 
100 cars there I don't agree with that. I don't know 
about 1000, but there can't be 30 people here. Saying 
there's more than 10 0 cars, I don't know about a 
thousand, but could be more than 10 0, if there's a 
couple good games going, I can see easily in the 
hundreds. So I'm going to ask is there anybody else 
wants to speak on something we didn't touch on? 

MR. VITALI: It now impacts our quality of life as 
other people have said getting in and out of the 
driveways is a pain, the amount of traffic that goes 
by. 

MR. PETRO: Everywhere is like that. I live on 32, try 
to get out on 3 2 compared to your road. 

MR. VITALI: We purchased houses in the areas for a 
reason. 

MR. PETRO: When did you buy your house? 

MR. VITALI: This year in the winter when there was no 
traffic. 

MR. PETRO: Before you moved here, we had two or three 
less cars. 
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MR. VITALI: If I had seen that, I would not have 
bought this house. It's going to get worse and worse 
and worse and there's not much that we can do about it. 

MR. PETRO: I'm not insensitive to it, but I've got to 
work within the law, you're just saying we don't want 
it, go away. 

MR. KATZ: That's why we're here, we're trying to do 
something about it and we know what's going to happen, 
it's going to get bigger and bigger and bigger. 

MR. SMITH: I've been here ten years and I've never 
seen a cop sitting there with radar in ten years. 

MR. PETRO: We're getting into a discussion. Is there 
anything else? I just want anybody on a different 
subject. 

MR. MESSLER: How about lighting? I don't want the 
cops sitting in front of my house with radar because 
I'll get tickets like crazy, I don't want that. 

MR. PETRO: You're stealing apples and getting tickets. 

MR. MESSLE: I'm not against it, but the thing is I 
have also been there at about 4:30, 5 o'clock, started 
getting a little dusk, a little lighting on the street 
and basically signs stating that there are kids 
playing, there's some sort of a field here. 

MR. PETRO: I'm going to get to that once I close the 
public hearing. 

MS. CALISTER: I was here when the original meeting was 
and at that time, Mr. Shaw owned the farm and it was 
stated that they couldn't build a driveway there at 
that time in the minutes to the meeting, he had gone 
over and they said it was too dangerous a place. I 
don't understand why they're going to do it again if 
that was in the original. Then when the fire marshal 
came and he looked for the minutes for the meetings, 
there isn't any, they can't find it, and the, I had two 
fire marshals there, so if you check with the fire 
marshal's office, they took the pictures and everything 
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and I suggested those pictures and he speaks to the 
highway. 

MR. KATZ: Do we have the original minutes from the 
original proposal, do they exist? 

MR. PETRO: Talking about '87 minutes? Frankly, that 
doesn't matter to me because we're going to take care 
of it ourselves. 

MS. CALISTER: You're saying they couldn't build a 
driveway now they're changing it. 

MR. PETRO: Still has to meet the law. The highway 
superintendent happens to be my brother-in-law, I'm 
going to go there with him with the engineer and it's 
either going the make it or it's not, and that's the 
end of it. If it makes it, it makes it. If it 
doesn't, it doesn't. Different subjects anybody? 
Motion to close the public hearing? Yes, sir? 

MR. MINER: My name is Robert Miner, I own the apple 
orchard, they must be stealing apples, so everybody 
says. Back in '89, I'm not for or against, but I've 
got a couple things I'd like to ask, where the entrance 
and the exit is now, how did this ever cut the mustard 
in '89, where there's no sight distance either way? I 
mean, when you go in, come out of that gate, you're 
looking up a hill toward that gentleman's house and 
then you're looking toward Beattie Road, the other way, 
the cars come over the hill from the east going west 
and I mean there's no sight distance. 

MR. PETRO: Well, this obviously would improve that 
situation because it's going to be exit only. 

MR. MINER: Well, it's not going to improve it because 
it's just as dangerous now. I realize you're not going 
to be able to change that at this point, but it's very 
dangerous for exit. The present in and out is terrible 
and now you're going to go up on the hill and maybe 
improve going in but coming out is going to be as bad 
as it ever was and I mean when you go out there with 
your brother-in-law, just see how dangerous it is. Now 
I realize you know the soccer field's there and there's 
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going to be a soccer field one way or another at this 
point but I mean the sight distances are bad. 

MR. PETRO: We'll take a look at it. I don't know what 
can be done because it's existing, but the applicant 
could shift and move it if he can. 

MR. MINER: The other thing the lady was just telling 
me about Mr. Shaw in '89 if there's some minutes which 
there's got to be minutes leading up to '89, I think we 
should pull this out and see what was said. Is that 
possible? 

MR. LANDER: Sure, anything's possible, they should be 
there. 

MR. EDSALL: But the point is they're coming in with an 
amendment to change what was approved previously, so 
the burden now lies on the applicant so whether or not 
what they're proposing to change is acceptable and this 
board has to give a new approval, so if the board in 
'89 said we don't want to have a looped driveway and we 
want a single access, that's great, they're making an 
application now to change it. 

MR. MINER: What the lady was saying was the driveway 
up across from mine they considered not good in '89. 

MR. EDSALL: But the point is it doesn't matter, if it 
was a deed restriction, it would be enforceable, if 
there was a deed restriction when the property was 
conveyed saying all entrances must be on the east side 
of the property, if it's a sight plan approval 
restriction, it doesn't mean that it's cast in stone, 
can never be changed, they are coming back with an 
amendment to change, it's up to the board to decide if 
the change is acceptable or not. 

MR. LANC: The driveway across your driveway here would 
not be acceptable to me, myself, I wouldn't put my name 
on the plan. 

MR. ARGENIO: This is something that's been burdening 
for me for about 2 0 minutes, everybody talks about the, 
and not to say that what everybody is saying is 
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unfounded cause it's not, there's some very good points 
here, but the proposed driveway is right across from 
the apple orchard driveway on the same blind curve and 
it's got trucks driving out of it all the time with 
apples on them, slow trucks. 

MR. MINER: That driveway has been there since 1803. 

MR. ARGENIO: That's why I think Mr. Chairman wisely 
suggested a site visit and I think he's right. 

MR. KATZ: You go up over the hill, make a left turn 
out of the existing driveway now and have a car doing 
40 miles an hour up over that hill and see what 
happens. 

MR. PETRO: We're going out there and we're going to 
look at it, that's why I'm doing that, I want to go out 
there. Somebody mentioned the minutes we're missing or 
something, the minutes are not missing, they are not in 
this particular file because it's a new application, 
but they are in the 1989 file and the secretary will 
produce them if you want to go to the office. 

MR. MINER: Can you call us? I'd like to meet you 
there if you would. Is that possible?

"After reinspection of the site, this was a second 
visit of the site at the Washingtonville Soccer Club, 
it is confirmed the sight distance that was required 
has been met by the applicant's plans. And I want to 
just note that not only met it, far exceeded what's 
required by law. I have also decided to add a 40 mile 
per hour sign and slow, we love our children and slow 
signs, I have never received any traffic complaints in 
this area but have requested increased monitoring of 
the area by the New Windsor Police Department. Mr. 
Petro, this plan meets our requirements so I again 
approve this project and he says so I again approve 
it." 

MR. EDSALL: Might be beneficial just so the record's 
complete so there's no open issue, last meeting on 
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sight distance I had requested that Mr. Lane submit an 
evaluation of the sight distance with a letter dated 
March 5, he submitted a plan showing both the as 
measured sight distances and the recommended sight 
distances for different movements and effectively, the 
left turn movement coming into the proposed entrance 
the required is 4 07 feet the provided as measured by 
Mr. Lane's office was 878 and similarly, stopping sight 
distance which would be the required sight distance for 
vehicle to stop for a car that's waiting to turn left 
into the proposed entrance, the required was between 
275 and 325 recommended and the available sight 
distance was 612 so that just documents what we saw in 
the field, which is that they are substantially over 
the required or recommended numbers. 

MR. PETRO: Thank you. 

MR. LANC: If I could add some people in the public 
mentioned that they themselves drive over the speed 
limit like 50, 55, the distances that are available are 
good for speed of 55 miles per hour or more than that 
for wet pavement, so I believe that even if you have 
some crazy people going really fast, unless they're 
drunk, they should be able to see and stop.

Dear Mr. Petro: 

At your request, I went to the site of the proposed entrance drive to the Washingtonville Soccer Club 
property on March 1,2002 to measure the available sight distance for making the left turn from Shaw Road 
into the property. 

The left turn sight distance at the entrance is measured from the eye of the driver being at 3.5 ft 
above the pavement to another car coming in the opposite lane also to the elevation of 3.5 ft. above the 
pavement The available sight distance extended pass the Feitsma Lane and totaled 878 ft, measured using a 
100 ft. long tape. I have visually checked several passenger cars traveling in a westerly direction to make 
sure that they did not disappear from the view between Feitsma Lane and the proposed entrance to the site. 
In addition, I have also measured the available stopping distance in the rear of the car attempting to make the 
left turn into the site. This distance is usually measured from the eye level of the driver approaching the 
stopped car to the point approximately 2 ft above the pavement which would indicate the elevation of the 
brake lights. However, the road in this section is relatively flat and the limiting factor is a slight curve of the 
road. The available stopping distance measured 612 ft. 

The above measured distances are greater than those recommended by New York State Department 
of Transportation in Policy and Standards for Entrances to State Highways, dated February 1998. The above 
mentioned publication recommends a line of sight for vehicles making left turn at entrances as 370 ft in the 
area with a 40 mph speed limit. They recommend the increase in distance by 10% for slower driver reaction 
on rural highways which would make the required sight distance 403 ft, compared to the available sight 
distance of 878 ft The stopping sight distance on wet pavement for the design speed for 40 mph is 275 ft. 
minimum and 325 ft. desirable. The actual sight distance at the proposed entrance is 612 ft. The attached 
sketch shows the location of the measured sight distances.
