1. The notice of public hearing was duly sent to residents and businesses as prescribed by
law and in The Sentinel, also as required by law.

2. The evidence presented by the Applicant showed that:

(a) The property is a residential property consisting of a one-family home located in a
neighborhood containing one-family homes.

(b) The Applicant wishes to build a deck to replace the existing deck on the premises.
The existing deck has become unsafe due to age.

(c The Applicant will not be removing any trees or creating any water hazards in
erecting the deck. ' ‘ :

(d) Other homes in the area héve similar decks.



(e) The deck will not be built o on top of any water or sewer easements, well or septic
- system. :

‘ (f) The deck is necessary for the safety of the occupants of the house. If the deck were

WHEREAS, The Zoning Board of Appeals of the Town of New Windsor makes the
following conclusions of law here memorialized in furtherance of its previously made decision in
this matter:

1. The requested variance will not produce an undesirable change in the character of the
neighborhood or create a detriment to nearby properties.

3. The variance requested is substantial in relation to the Town regulations but
nevertheless is warranted.

Drive. The current rear setback from the house to the street (Clmtonwood) is 50 feet.
* This gives 10 feet of space > within the 40-foot rear yard setback compliance of the zoning
laws. Ten feet for a deck is more akin to a small boardwalk than an actual deck.
Building a new deck within compliance of the zoning laws would not only detract from
the value and aesthetic appeal of the house, but also by association, the value and appeal
of the surrounding houses.

The deck which this new one will replace was outside of rear setback compliance by 4
feet and was torn down for safety reasons. When I was researching the records in
preparation for this variance process, I discovered that the previous owner bypassed both
the permit and variance process. As a result, the deck he built was both illegal and ill-
constructed. This was not discovered in the title search pursnant to my purchase of the
“property. While this whole matter is a tangential issue, it does add credible justification
- for the destruction of the existing deck and the construction of a new, properly
constructed, properly legal deck which just so happens to be slightly larger.
