At a meeting held on 16 November 1976, the Bureau of Fire Prevention
recammends rejection of the Valley View Acres project as submitted.

It was determined, that to allow the project to use the presently under—
sized water main would not give the amount of water necessary to cambat
a structure fire in that area.

Presently, town law requires that water mains be a minimum of eight (8) inches
in size. The water mains on Faye and Nee Avenues are six (6) inches in diameter
fram Bloaming Grove Turnpike to the only hydrant on the streets, and after

the hydrant reduces to four (4) inches in size. (Please see the attached

water map.) To connect an eight (8) inch line to a four (4) inch line

would be poor judgement.
