Public Forum
Supervisor Green said that Deputy Chief Hovey had an announcement to make and Deputy Chief Hovey said that the New Windsor Police Department has just received federal accreditation making New Windsor one of only three police departments in New York to have achieved this. He said this is the second time they have been through the program and the accreditation is good for three years before being reevaluated.  Deputy Chief Hovey said that Lieutenant Faricellia worked very hard on this program to keep the department up to the required standards and both of them attended a ceremony in Columbus, Ohio where they received their final approval. He said they are also state accredited, it was a lot of work and it says a lot about our Police Department.   
The Supervisor thanked the Cornwall Board of Education for rerouting the school buses in the Reserve.  The Town Board held a special meeting last week to dedicate some roads in the Reserve and even though the school district had already drawn up their school bus routes, they completely rerouted buses into The Reserve in one day so children living there would no longer have to wait for their buses at the corner of Independence Drive and Mt. Airy Road which was a very dangerous situation. 

Councilwoman Brennan said that as the water liaison she would like to make a report today on her findings.  She said she met with a manager for water affairs at the NYC Department of Environmental Protection and made a personal visit to the water filtration plant on Riley Road.  She said she saw an enormous amount of aqueduct water being used to backwash the water filters which become clogged with sediment that is carried though the aqueduct.  She said that the frequent backwashing exceeds the capacity of the lagoons designed to hold the backwash water and as a result, the excess water is diverted into the sewer system. She said that this raises the water in the sewer system to such a degree that raw sewage is spilling onto Riley Road which then flows eventually into Moodna Creek.
She feels that she should be sent to the annual forum which addresses proposed water rate increases in addition to attending other water related meetings.  She said that a limited number of customers use 65% of the water from the aqueduct and the pricing formula needs to be re-evaluated.  She feels that the town’s over usage of water may be driven by too much filter backwashing at the Riley Road facility and corporate users with significant consumption.  In conclusion, she feels that positive steps needs to be taken to keep our water affordable and available.
Supervisor Green thanked her and asked if anyone else had any questions or comments relating to this evening’s meeting.

A Butterhill resident said he appreciated what the Supervisor has done in the past two years to get the situation in Butterhill rectified.

A member of the Cornwall School Board thanked the Town Board for working with them in regard to The Reserve and getting everything squared away, safety for our children being a number one priority.   He said he also had another issue to bring up, namely the fire in the Reserve on August 16th.  According to some of the neighbors it took about twenty minutes for fire equipment to arrive at the scene.  He said that some of the volunteers were on the scene directing traffic and moving people out of the way, but twenty minutes is a pretty long time.  He feels something should be done as it affects everyone in Town.  Supervisor Green said that the correct forum for that would be to address the fire commissioners.  Supervisor Green said he was at the fire within eight minutes, and he thinks there was apparatus on scene when he arrived.  Lt. Faricellia said he would check the police department records of the calls from that incident. 

A resident of Butterhill said he is looking for assistance like his neighbor just received for losing about 40’ of his land behind his home.  He said the Town was very responsive to that situation and he is right next door. He said he is looking for some help in shoring up his yard before it sinks.  Supervisor Green said that the Town is trying to obtain a hazard grant so that whole strip can be repaired. 
Leo Braun said that people do not respect the law in regard to walking on sidewalks.  He feel people should be educated how to walk correctly on a sidewalk and then the law enforced in regard to this.  Supervisor Green said that as a police officer he never gave anyone a ticket for walking the wrong way on a sidewalk.  
Bert Merolle distributed a letter to the Town Board members and asked if it could be read into the minutes.
“This letter addressed to the New Windsor Town Board was hand delivered to Town Attorney on September 5, 2012 with no response as of this date.  I have revised this letter and I am hand delivering to the New Windsor Town Board September 11, 2013.  I am here tonight to talk about what happens when deals are made.  The Town of New Windsor entered into a deal with Patriot Ridge to take over the two water retention ponds and the land between them.  A fence was installed between 10’ and 15’ off the property line with Windsor Crest along with evergreen trees on both sides of fence.  The agreement was that the Town was to maintain this property.  I would believe this property also was removed from the tax roll.  The Town has maintained the property on the Patriot Ridge side of the fence but the Windsor Crest side was not.  After a few months the Windsor Crest side had weeds growing.  Supervisor Green said that the Town did not have funds to cut the weeds on the Windsor Crest side of the fence.  I purchased a weed whacker and cut the area behind my unit and the three other units in my building.  After a few months the other unit owners asked our board what was going on.  Deal number two an agreement was made that the Windsor Crest landscaper would cut the Patriot Ridge property on our side of fence and would get to use the Phase 3 unfinished area as his personal dump.  He also added the cost of the additional landscaping to his contract.  The owners at Windsor Crest were never told that they were paying the Town with their property tax and the Windsor Crest landscaper with their common charge to maintain the Patriot Ridge property.  What has happened as result of these deals?
A) Patriot Ridge does not have to maintain this property and gets  lower tax bill

B) The Town of New Windsor must now pay to maintain the Patriot Ridge side of fence and receives less property tax

C) Windsor Crest homeowners must pay the Town of New Windsor and the homeowners association to maintain all of property taken over by the Town of New Windsor at Patriot Ridge and also got a landscape dump with standing water and a breeding ground for mosquitos.  This is a code violation which is ok for Windsor Crest but would not be allowed in the Town Board members neighborhoods.

I have always believed that our elected officials are paid to work for us the voting residents of the Town but not here in the Town of New Windsor where money and power are king.”
Kirk Williams said that the report that we heard on the water indicated that there was raw sewage being discharged onto Riley Road and he said he knows that to be accurate and it is also a violation of DEC law.  Supervisor Green asked if he was sure that was accurate.  Kirk Williams said it is certainly violation of the Town Code.  Mr. Williams said every time there was a sewer discharge it must be reported unless the Town had an exemption and asked if the Town does have such an exemption.  Supervisor Green said he had no idea to what he was referring and said he would have to read the report.  Mr. Williams asked if the problem would be corrected and Supervisor Green said that he didn’t know that there were corrections to be made.  Mr. Williams said he would be glad to assist if needed and Supervisor Green said he could figure it out on his own.
Richard Ostner asked about the lighting on the Route 9W bridge.  He said he was told that it was a state issue and so he spoke to Senator Larkin about it.  He also wrote to Governor Cuomo who referred the matter to the engineers in Poughkeepsie.  They explained that it is a local municipal issue, so Mr. Ostner wants to know when the Town going to correct this.  Supervisor Green said that the lights had been authorized for over six months but you would have to check with Central Hudson because they might not be ready to energize them yet.
