(a) The property is a residential property located in a neighborhood of residential
properties. '

(b) The applicant seeks to site an in-ground swimming pool in the rear yard of the
property.



(c) Some variance would be required in order to locate the pooi in any place on the
applicant's property.

(d) The applicant site the pool in the location applied for so that it would not be too
close to the house so as to create a safety hazard for persons exiting the rear of the
house. The size of the variance requested is to allow room for the construction of

‘a patio or deck surrounding the pool.

(e) The pool will not be located on top of or interfere with any easements including,
but not limited to, water, sewer or electrical.

(f) The property is located in a subdivision where the size of the property lots is
exceptionally small.
