Public Forum
 

Deputy Supervisor Mullarkey opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if any of the Board had any comments. 
Don Bigi said he was told the work on the Forge Hill Road Bridge was supposed to start this month and he wanted to know if we received all the bids for the bridge.  He also asked when the work would be starting on Butternut Drive.  Town Attorney Blythe said he is talking about two separate projects, the bridge is a county bridge, the road and embankment are town projects.   He said we are almost ready to advertise for bids for the road and the slope improvement and they should be completed by the end of the summer.  He said the bridge probably wouldn’t be completed until next summer in 2015.
Mr. Bigi also wanted someone from the Town to call NYS DOT about the traffic light on Route 94 and Butterhill Drive.  He said the light is green for only six seconds on the Butterhill Road side which is barely enough time for any traffic to get onto Route 94.  Anthony Fayo said he would call the DOT about the light.
Richard Ostner read a prepared statement relating to the proposed casino.  He congratulated Jimmy Petro for a well-orchestrated presentation by Greenetrack, the developer.  He said that Greenetrack volunteered to upgrade the existing EIS specifically for the casino project.  He made several recommendations including a request for the developer to license and maintain their own sewage treatment facility; to seek their own supply of water and to hold a well marketed public referendum.
Bert Merolle commented on how well organized the Greenetrack presentation was.  He said that at the presentation the impact on taxes was mentioned.  He recommends that any and all revenue to the Town be documented and publicly presented so that all are aware of the revenue benefits.  Additionally all planned expenditures must be reviewed with the Town residents.
Don Bigi said that the Town has the best attorney in the Town and probably the County so he feels everything will be done properly.  Councilwoman said that the Town has also hired special council for this project.
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Jean Antonelli said she is concerned with the fifteen percent of traffic which will not be handled by the new interstate but will be using local roads instead.  She feels that the traffic issue has to be addressed.  Attorney Blythe said that this would be covered by the new traffic study which is being paid for by Greenetrack.  Mrs. Antonelli asked how the Town is going to solve this problem and Mr. Blythe said that is what the traffic study is for.

Betty Yarus said that at the Greenetrack presentation reference was made to the revenues which would be directed to the school district.  She urged the Board to be very specific about how this will impact our school taxes if at all.
Jim Petro said he just received a phone call from Supervisor Green and when he returns on Monday he will be working on that issue of revenue impact on our school tax.  He said the entire project is in the Washingtonville School District so the rateables on the casino will all go to that school district.  He said they are concerned about Newburgh and Cornwall School Districts and they will be working with Greenetrack about augmenting payments to those school systems.  He said Supervisor Green would be working with Greenetrack directly concerning the other two school districts.  
Mr. Bigi asked why the revenue couldn’t be divided equally among the three school districts and Mr. Petro said because the rateables will be located wholly in the Washingtonville School district, those rateables can only go to the Washingtonville School District by state law.  

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, the Deputy Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
