Supervisor Green asked if any of the Board members had any comments to make.  Councilwoman Brennan distributed copies of a motion to the members of the Board.  Councilwoman Brenna said that she would like to make the following motion.  

“In order to increase the accountability of the Town Supervisor and members of the Town Board to the residents of the Town of New Windsor by ensuring that the Town Board and its various members engage in an open and meaningful dialogue with Town residents and other members of the public attending Town Board meetings, I hereby move that this Board adopt the following Open Meeting Law which will establish two opportunities for residents and other attendees, including members of the press, to speak before the Town Board and make inquiries of its members as follows:
1. At the beginning of each public meeting, any member of the public in attendance may speak and/or ask questions for up to three (3) minutes relating to any topic that is on the agenda for that night’s meeting.

2. After the close of business, any member of the public in attendance may speak and/or ask questions relating to any topic concerning the Town of New Windsor for up to three (3) minutes, including, but not limited to, proposed taxes, fees, and other revenue raising measures, the annual Town budget (including any unanticipated expenditures the Town may be required to make over the course of the year for which the budget does not provide), Town planning (including land use, capital improvements, water and wastewater treatment facilities, water conservation and potential sources of air, land and water pollution), any unethical behavior of the Town Supervisor, member of the Board, or employee of the Town Government as defined by Chapter 25 of the Code of the Town of New Windsor or other applicable law and any other matter concerning the welfare of Town residents.

3. After each member of the public is finished addressing the Town Board, whether under Subsection (1) or Subsection (2) of this article, the Town Supervisor and/or any Town Board member may address the matter raised by such member of the public and/or ask him or her for clarification.

4. The Opening Meeting Law will be effective as of January 1, 2014.
I seek a second, thank you.”

Councilwoman Brennan: “I would like to make that motion.”

Kirk Philips said he wanted to introduce himself.  Supervisor Green said the public forum portion was not open yet and to please sit down.  Mr. Philips said he was going to sue the Town.  He said the Planning Board Chairman had him arrested a number of times. Supervisor Green told him he was out of order.  Mr. Philips said he would sit down and leave.
Councilwoman Mullarkey thanked Kathy Braun for making a supply of wool mittens to be handed out with our annual Christmas food baskets to the people in the Town of New Windsor who need our help.  
Jean Antonelli thanked Bonnie Brennan for serving on the board and reporting on the water and sewer.  She also feels the public should be able to speak as Bonnie has stated. She said she has attended other meetings where residents look at the agenda, ask questions or make a statement and then the meeting starts and she feels residents should have the ability to make comments.
Supervisor Green thanked her for the comments but said the format hasn’t changed in at least forty years.
