He also said that the Catholic War Veterans are in the process of forming an Honor Guard consisting of ten members – a fully uniformed firing unit and color guard for the Town to call upon when needed.  Supervisor Green thanked the Special Events Committee for all the hard work they put into making the Memorial Day Parade and Community Day such a success.  Councilwoman Mullarkey said that an added attraction this year is going to be a Ferris wheel to go with the carousel.

Supervisor Green opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if any of the Board had any comments. 
Bonnie Brennan asked what a consent and order was from item #2 on the agenda.  Supervisor Green said it is a consent from the Town Engineer  and the Highway Superintendent to accept a road as a town road.  She asked if the change orders in #4 and #5 from the agenda had to do with the aqueduct and the Supervisor said it had nothing to do with the aqueduct but with natural gas to the generators at the Kroll Wells.  Ms. Brennan then asked what the Town is being sued for and Supervisor Green said that as it is an ongoing lawsuit, he could not discuss it publicly.
Leo Braun asked how the Supervisor personally felt about the propane tank project proposed for the Vails Gate area.  Supervisor Green said that he could not give his opinion publicly as the project is currently in front of the Planning Board and he doesn’t want to prejudice their decision.

Joe Dennis said he was representing the applicant from Mt. Airy Estates and wanted to know if they were going back to the Planning Board now that the drainage district extension has been approved.  Michael Blythe said the approval of the extension was just one of the things that the Town Engineer required for the project and now that the extension was approved, it could just be checked off the list.

Ross Miller thanked the Town Board for the new Butterhill sign which was just put up and said that the word Butterhill was now split into two words and he thought it looked better.  He also said he had spoken to a DOT traffic engineer about the traffic light at Five Corners eastbound on Route 94 and the engineer said the problem was one for traffic enforcement and not an engineering problem.  Supervisor Green said the light is a disaster and always has been, that it always has been a nightmare intersection no matter what they have done and there really is no solution for that area.
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
