Motion by Councilwoman Mullarkey, seconded by Councilwoman Biasotti, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor respectfully request its New York State representative to advocate for reform of the New York State Tax Cap Law in accordance with the resolution attached hereto.

RESOLUTION - REQUEST FOR REFORM OF NEW YORK STATE TAX CAP LAW.

WHEREAS, New York State is in the process of considering extending the Tax Cap Law; and

WHEREAS, it is the consensus of the membership of the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor that as currently designed the tax cap makes it virtually impossible for the Town of New Windsor and other Towns, Villages and Cities to meet the law’s criteria due to mandated expenses such as ever increasing cost of pensions and health care which consume most of the allowable cap and should, therefore, be exempted from the tax cap law; and 

WHEREAS, the present tax cap law severely restricts elected officials in the Town of New Windsor and other Towns, Villages and Cities of Orange County from performing their fiduciary duties to their residents to effectively provide for: 

· Infrastructure improvements and repairs;

· Road maintenance, repair and renovation, as well as snow removal, which are all required to make streets safe for travel;

· Capital projects and infrastructure improvements in utilities,  transportation and communication required to improve quality of life and grow our economy and bonding decisions which are subject to permissive referendum providing a mechanism for residents to reject an infrastructure investment  decision by a local board;

· Expenses imposed by consent orders and smart growth initiatives;

· Extraordinary expenses required to respond to public health  emergencies;

and, therefore, these stated costs should be exempted from the tax cap law; and

WHEREAS, continued neglect of infrastructure, roads and renovations due to fiscal restraints will only result in dire conditions and more costly repairs and/or possible lawsuits; and 

WHEREAS, we further recommend an amendment to the tax cap formula which addresses disincentives to offer PILOTs or disincentives to consolidate services.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that it is the sincere hope of the membership of the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor that Governor Andrew Cuomo, members of the New York State Senate and members of the New York State Assembly give serious consideration to the important recommendations for reform of the Tax Cap Law set forth above; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that we respectfully request that our New York State representatives Senator William J. Larkin and Assemblyman James Skoufis advocate for the reforms hereby put forth, and we thank them for their due diligence in this matter; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town Clerk is directed to forward a copy of this Resolution to Senator William J. Larkin and Assemblyman James Skoufis.
