Public Forum
 

Supervisor Green opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if anyone had any comments. 
Leo Braun said the State is allowing fireworks now and wanted to know if the Town has a curfew for July 4th.  Supervisor Green said there is no curfew on July 4th and the State merely enacted legislation enabling a county to adopt and Orange County did adopt that legislation.  Mr. Braun said that the 10 p.m. curfew noise ordinance is still in effect.  Supervisor Green said only ground display, not firecrackers or anything with any associated noise are allowed.  Town Attorney Blythe said anything that goes up in the air or explodes is banned.

Barney Bedetti commented on the articles in the newspaper about the sign ordinance.  He said the success of the law depends on the enforcement of the code and in the past this has been given a low priority.  Supervisor Green said that the Buildings and Grounds foreman has been authorized to take signs down as he sees them and Jen Gallagher in the Building Department has been very aggressive on the thirty day limit.  He said it looks terrible and the Board is looking to strengthen the law.
Kirk Williams said he needs more information on item #11 on the agenda – the PILOT and why it is being extended and how it is in the interest of the residents of the Town of New Windsor.  Supervisor Green said that the PILOT was adopted two or three years ago and the project is now being done in phases but nothing has changed, they are just splitting the parcel into four subdivisions.  Mr. Williams asked if the PILOT in place now is meeting its expectations.  Supervisor Green said there is nothing there yet.  He said the last time this was mentioned, it was proven that a PILOT generated more revenue than market rated apartments.  Mr. Williams asked if he was understanding  that it is paying some sort of income.  Supervisor Green said there is nothing there and they would pay after they were built and occupied just like anybody else.

Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
