WHEREAS, it is important to promote and provide guidance to those with special needs on how to access publically supported services available to them in the community; and 

WHEREAS, it is important to encourage and educate the community and businesses on ways they can make facilities and services more accessible and on how to train staff to welcome and support special needs customers and co-workers; and

WHEREAS, the goal of this initiative is to provide a supportive and inclusive environment for individuals of all abilities by supporting community events that expand family friendly opportunities for people with special needs and their families; and

WHEREAS, adopting the “Think Differently” initiative is an important statement that our Town officials, business owners and residents can make to show their support for the differently-abled children and adults with special needs, and their families.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of New Windsor encourage its residents and business owners to adopt the “Think Differently” initiative so that all are better prepared to communicate with, provide for, and support those living on the Autism Spectrum and with special needs.

Supervisor Green opened the public forum portion of the meeting by asking if anyone had any comments or questions. 
Leo Braun commended the Town Board on adopting the resolution for the Think Differently Initiative.  He also asked about the Forge Hill – Moodna Well.  Supervisor Green said the project is moving right along and a full report won’t be available before October or November.  He said the bid for the filtration plant was awarded at the last meeting.  He said he received a letter from the NYS Department of Health recommending to the DEC that they approve our taking permit for 6.5 million gallons of water per day out of the three wells.
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Don Bigi asked if the Police Department would consider setting up a Safe Exchange Zone for internet transactions.  He said the East Fishkill Police Department has a Safe Zone which has a sign marked “Internet Exchange Purchase Location”.  Supervisor Green said he thought it was a good idea and he would discuss it with the Police Chief.  He said right now the Police Department has a location which is under 24 hour video surveillance and a lot of custody exchanges take place there so it wouldn’t be hard to expand it.
Hearing no one else wishing to speak, Supervisor entertained a motion to close the Public Forum.
