Supervisor Green  called to order the Public Hearing regarding the proposed 2017 Sewer Assessment Roll and the Town Clerk presented proof of publication as required by law.

Todd Wiley, the Assessor for the Town, explained that the Town Board  must adopt the sewer assessment roll in order to raise the tax money necessary to pay for the sewer infrastructure.  Years ago, this mechanism was put in place to pay for all the sewer lines as opposed to just including it in the general fund and charging everyone in Town. It was decided it was not fair to provide sewer service to only one side of the Town, not provide it on the other side of Town, but charge everybody so a point system was adopted based on property types.   The roll is adjusted annually as needed. Because this is a tax and not based on the value of your property, but on a point system, we are required to have this hearing so you can grieve your charges.  The typical charge for a one family house is $20 - $30 per year.  That is paying for the millions of dollars that were borrowed years ago through bond debt which is how they raised the funds to put all the pipes which were laid in the ground.  He asked if anyone has any questions?
Leo Braun asked if it wouldn’t be better to have a usage system instead of a point system.  Todd said that the bond debt is the same for a one family home regardless if one person or six people live in it.  Usage is paid on the quarterly utility bill which is not covered by tonight’s hearing.
Hearing no one wishing to speak, Supervisor Green entertained a motion to close the Public Hearing.
